The relationships you build and strengthen 
with your legislators are foundational to making progress on county 
legislative goals. As always, thank you for all you do for counties.

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 

SECTION 1.  Article 46 of Chapter 105 of the General Statutes reads as rewritten: 6 

"Article 46. 7 

"One-Quarter Cent (1/4¢) or One-Half Cent (1/2¢) County Sales and Use Tax. 8 

"§ 105-535.  Short title. 9 

This Article is the One-Quarter Cent (1/4¢) or One-Half Cent (1/2¢) County Sales and Use 10 

Tax Act. 11 

"§ 105-536.  Limitations. 12 

This Article applies only to counties that levy the first one-cent (1¢) sales and use tax under 13 

Article 39 of this Chapter or under Chapter 1096 of the 1967 Session Laws, the first one-half 14 

cent (1/2¢) local sales and use tax under Article 40 of this Chapter, and the second one-half cent 15 

(1/2¢) local sales and use tax under Article 42 of this Chapter. 16 

"§ 105-537.  Levy. 17 

(a) Authority. – A tax levied under this Article must be approved in a referendum. If the 18 

majority of those voting in a referendum held pursuant to this Article vote for the levy of the tax, 19 

the board of county commissioners may, by resolution and after 10 days' public notice, levy a 20 

local sales and use tax at a rate of one-quarter percent (0.25%).the applicable rate. The applicable 21 

rate must meet all of the following conditions: 22 

(1) It must be in an increment of one-quarter percent (1/4%). 23 

(2) It must be at a rate that, if levied, would not result in a total local sales and use 24 

tax rate in the county in excess of the following: 25 

a. Two and one-half percent (2 1/2%) if the county is authorized to levy 26 

a local sales and use tax under Part 6 of Article 43 of this Chapter. 27 

b. Two and three-quarters percent (2 3/4%) if the county is authorized to 28 

levy, or is located in a special district authorized to levy, a local sales 29 

and use tax under Part 2, Part 4, or Part 5 of Article 43 of this Chapter. 30 

(b) Vote. – The board of county commissioners may direct the county board of elections 31 

to conduct an advisory referendum on the question of whether to levy a local sales and use tax in 32 

the county as provided in this Article. The election shall be held in accordance with the 33 

procedures of G.S. 163A-1592.G.S. 163A-1592, except that the election shall not be held within 34 

one year from the date of the last preceding election under this section. 35 
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(c) Ballot Question. – The form of the question to be presented on a ballot for a special 1 

election concerning the levy of the tax authorized by this Article shall be: 2 

"[ ] FOR [ ] AGAINST 3 

Local sales and use tax at the rate of one-quarter percent (0.25%) [The applicable rate stated 4 

in both words and as a percentage] in addition to all other State and local sales and use 5 

taxes."taxes to be used for [the applicable use or uses chosen from the options listed in 6 

G.S. 105-538(b)]." 7 

…. 8 

"§ 105-538.  Administration and use of taxes. 9 

(a) Administration. – The Secretary shall, on a monthly basis, allocate to each taxing 10 

county the net proceeds of the tax levied under this Article. If the Secretary collects taxes under 11 

this Article in a month and the taxes cannot be identified as being attributable to a particular 12 

taxing county, the Secretary must allocate the net proceeds of these taxes among the taxing 13 

counties in proportion to the amount of taxes collected in each county under this Article in that 14 

month. For purposes of this Article, the term "net proceeds" has the same meaning as defined in 15 

G.S. 105-472. 16 

Except as provided in this Article, the adoption, levy, collection, administration, and repeal 17 

of these additional taxes must be in accordance with Article 39 of this Chapter. G.S. 105-468.1 18 

is an administrative provision that applies to this Article. A tax levied under this Article does not 19 

apply to the sales price of food that is exempt from tax pursuant to G.S. 105-164.13B or to the 20 

sales price of a bundled transaction taxable pursuant to G.S. 105-467(a)(5a). The Secretary shall 21 

not divide the amount allocated to a county between the county and the municipalities within the 22 

county. 23 

(b) Use. – A county must use the net proceeds of a tax levied under this Article only for 24 

one or more of the following, as indicated on the ballot question presented pursuant to 25 

G.S. 105-537(c): 26 

Use Ballot Language 27 

Any public purpose Any public purpose 28 

Public education purposes Only public education purposes 29 

(c) Definitions. – For purposes of this section, the following definitions apply: 30 

(1) Net proceeds. – Defined in G.S. 105-472. 31 

(2) Public education purposes. – Any of the following purposes: 32 

a. Public school capital outlay purposes, as defined in G.S. 115C-426(f), 33 

or to retire any indebtedness incurred by the county for these purposes. 34 

b. Supplements of classroom teacher salaries. For the purposes of this 35 

section, a classroom teacher is an employee of a local board of 36 

education employed as a teacher who spends at least seventy percent 37 

(70%) of his or her work time in classroom instruction. 38 

c. Financial support of community colleges, including funds to 39 

supplement State financial support of community colleges." 40 

SECTION 2.  Part 1 of Article 43 of Chapter 105 of the General Statutes is amended 41 

by adding a new section to read: 42 

"§ 105-506.3.  Rate limitation. 43 

A local sales and use tax may only be levied under this Article if the total local sales and use 44 

tax rate in the county, including a levy under this Article, is not in excess of the following: 45 

(1) Two and one-half percent (2 1/2%) if the county is authorized to levy a local 46 

sales and use tax under Part 6 of this Article. 47 

(2) Two and three-quarters percent (2 3/4%) if the county is authorized to levy, 48 

or is located in a special district authorized to levy, a local sales and use tax 49 

under Part 2, Part 4, or Part 5 of this Article." 50 

SECTION 3.  G.S. 105-164.3(4a) reads as rewritten: 51 
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"(4a) Combined general rate. – The sum of all of the following: 1 

a. The State's general rate of tax set in G.S. 105-164.4(a) 2 

G.S. 105-164.4(a). 3 

b. plus the The sum of the rates of the local sales and use taxes authorized 4 

for every county in this State by Subchapter VIII Article 39 of this 5 

Chapter or Chapter 1096 of the 1967 Session Laws, Article 40 of this 6 

Chapter, and Article 42 of this Chapter for every county in this 7 

State.Chapter. 8

SECTION 1.  Subchapter VIII of Chapter 105 of the General Statutes is amended by 6 

adding a new Article to read: 7 

"Article 43A. 8 

"County Sales and Use Tax for Public Education. 9 

"§ 105-513.1.  Short title; purpose. 10 

This Article is the County Sales and Use Tax for Public Education. Article 43 of this Chapter, 11 

Article 46 of this Chapter, and this Article give the counties of this State an opportunity to obtain 12 

additional sources of revenue with which to meet their needs. A county may choose to use these 13 

sources of revenue to finance local public transportation systems, as provided in Article 43 of 14 

this Chapter, for public education needs, as provided in this Article, or for general purposes, as 15 

provided in Article 46 of this Chapter. 16 

"§ 105-513.2.  Levy. 17 

(a) Referendum. – A tax levied under this Article must be approved in a referendum. The 18 

board of commissioners of a county may direct the county board of elections to conduct an 19 

advisory referendum on the question of whether to levy a local sales and use tax in the county at 20 

a rate of up to one-half percent (1/2%). The applicable rate must meet all of the conditions listed 21 

in this subsection. The election shall be held in accordance with the procedures of G.S. 163-287. 22 

The conditions are: 23 

(1) It must be in an increment of one-quarter percent (1/4%). 24 

(2) It must be at a rate that, if levied, would not result in a total local sales and use 25 

tax rate in the county in excess of the following: 26 

a. Two and one-half percent (2 1/2%) if the county is authorized to levy 27 

a local sales and use tax under Part 6 of Article 43 of this Chapter. 28 

b. Two and three-quarters percent (2 3/4%) if the county is authorized to 29 

levy, or is located in a special district authorized to levy, a local sales 30 

and use tax under Part 2, Part 4, or Part 5 of Article 43 of this Chapter. 31 

(b) Ballot Question. – The form of the question to be presented on a ballot for a special 32 

election concerning the levy of the tax authorized by this Article shall be: 33 

"[ ] FOR [ ] AGAINST 34 
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Local sales and use tax at [the applicable rate stated in both words and as a percentage] in 1 

addition to the current local sales and use taxes, to be used only for public education." 2 

(c) Authority. – If the majority of those voting in a referendum held pursuant to this 3 

Article vote for the levy of the tax, the board of commissioners of the county may, by resolution 4 

and after 10 days' public notice, levy a local sales and use tax at the rate specified in the ballot. 5 

"§ 105-513.3.  Administration. 6 

Except as provided in this Article, the adoption, levy, collection, administration, and repeal 7 

of these additional taxes must be in accordance with Article 39 of this Chapter. In applying the 8 

provisions of Article 39 of this Chapter to this Article, references to "this Article" mean "Article 9 

43A of Chapter 105 of the General Statutes." G.S. 105-468.1 is an administrative provision that 10 

applies to this Article. A tax levied under this Article does not apply to the sales price of food 11 

that is exempt from tax pursuant to G.S. 105-164.13B or to the sales price of a bundled 12 

transaction taxable pursuant to G.S. 105-467(a)(5a).

(a1) Use. – Ninety percent (90%) of the net proceeds of the revenue received by a county 35 

from the per capita allocation must be used by the county for public education and community 36 

college purposes. The remaining net proceeds received by a county may be used for any public 37 

purpose. The Local Government Commission may, upon petition by a county, authorize a county 38 

to use part or all of the revenue required to be used for public education and community college 39 

purposes for any other lawful purpose. The petition must be in the form of a resolution adopted 40 

by the Board of County Commissioners and transmitted to the Local Government Commission. 41 

The petition must demonstrate that the county can provide for public school and community 42 

college needs without restricting the use of part or all of the specified revenue for these purposes. 43

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 3 

SECTION 1.(a)  Short Title. – This act shall be known as the "Education Bond Act 4 

of 2019." 5 

SECTION 1.(b)  Purpose. – It is the intent of the General Assembly by this act to 6 

provide, subject to a vote of the qualified voters of the State, for the issuance of one billion nine 7 

hundred million dollars ($1,900,000,000) general obligation bonds of the State for the purpose 8 

of providing funds, with any other available funds, (i) for public school facilities through grants 9 

to counties for public school capital outlay projects and repairs and renovations, in the amount 10 

of one billion five hundred million dollars ($1,500,000,000), (ii) for community college facilities 11 

for community college capital outlay projects and repairs and renovations, in the amount of two 12 

hundred million dollars ($200,000,000), and (iii) for The University of North Carolina facilities 13 

for capital outlay projects for constituent institutions and repairs and renovations at such 14 

institutions, in the amount of two hundred million dollars ($200,000,000). 15 

SECTION 1.(c)  Definitions. – Unless the context otherwise requires, the following 16 

definitions apply in this act: 17 

(1) Bonds. – Bonds issued under this section. 18 

(1a) Capital outlay project for a constituent institution. – A project for any of the 19 

following: 20 

a. Construction of one or more new buildings located at a constituent 21 

institution of The University of North Carolina. 22 

b. Renovation of one or more existing buildings located at a constituent 23 

institution of The University of North Carolina. 24

g. Other related capital outlay projects to provide facilities for individual 20 

community college campuses that are used for instructional or related 21 

purposes.

Nothing in this section shall permit 34 

use of bond funds to pay salaries or fees for bond administration; such 35 

salaries and fees shall come from funds appropriated by the General 36

d. Finance charges and interest prior to and during construction and, if 38 

deemed advisable by the State Treasurer, for a period not exceeding 39 

three years after the estimated date of completion of construction. 40 

e. The cost of bond insurance, investment contracts, credit enhancement 41 

and liquidity facilities, interest rate swap agreements or other 42 

derivative products, financial and legal consultants, and related costs 43 

of bond and note issuance, and costs incurred by the State in 44 

administering the bond issues, including costs of trustees, escrow 45 

agents, arbitrage rebate liability consultants, securities disclosure 46 

counsel or similar securities disclosure consultants, tax consultants 47 

and financial advisors, to the extent and as determined by the State 48 

Treasurer.

(3) Credit facility agreement. – An agreement entered into by the State Treasurer 7 

on behalf of the State with a bank, savings and loan association, or other 8 

banking institution; an insurance company, reinsurance company, surety 9 

company, or other insurance institution; a corporation, investment banking 10 

firm, or other investment institution; or any financial institution or other 11 

similar provider of a credit facility agreement, which provider may be located 12 

within or without the United States of America, such agreement providing for 13 

prompt payment of all or any part of the principal or purchase price (whether 14 

at maturity, presentment or tender for purchase, redemption, or acceleration), 15 

redemption premium, if any, and interest on any bonds or notes payable on 16 

demand or tender by the owner, in consideration of the State agreeing to repay 17 

the provider of the credit facility agreement in accordance with the terms and 18 

provisions of such agreement.

(4) Notes. – Notes issued under this act. 20 

(5) Par formula. – Any provision or formula adopted by the State to provide for 21

a. A provision providing for such adjustment so that the purchase price 24 

of such bonds or notes in the open market would be as close to par as 25 

possible; 26

percentages of a LIBOR rate, a prime rate, or base rate, which 28 

percentage or percentages may vary or be applied for different periods 29

c. Such other provision as the State Treasurer may determine to be 31 

consistent with this act and will not materially and adversely affect the 32 

financial position of the State and the marketing of bonds or notes at a 33 

reasonable interest cost to the State.

State Treasurer is hereby authorized, by and with the consent of the Council of State, to issue and 5 

sell, at one time or from time to time, general obligation bonds of the State to be designated "State 6 

of North Carolina Education Bonds," with any additional designations as may be determined to 7 

indicate the issuance of bonds from time to time, or notes of the State as provided in this act, in 8 

an aggregate principal amount not exceeding one billion nine hundred million dollars 9 

($1,900,000,000) for the purpose of providing funds, with any other available funds, for the 10 

purposes authorized in this act. The principal amounts of bonds or notes issued in any 12-month 11 

period shall not exceed five hundred ninety-one million dollars ($591,000,000). In determining 12 

whether this limit has been reached, the issuance of a note or bond to pay an outstanding note is 13 

not considered an issuance. 14 

SECTION 1.(e)  Use of Education Bond and Note Proceeds. – 15 

(1) Subject to the provisions of subdivision (2) of this subsection, one billion five 16 

hundred million dollars ($1,500,000,000) of the proceeds of education bonds 17 

and notes, including premium thereon, if any, shall be used for the purpose of 18 

making grants to counties for paying the cost of public school capital outlay 19 

projects and repairs and renovations in the following general amounts set forth 20 

in this subdivision. Any additional monies that may be received by means of 21 

a grant or grants from the United States of America or any agency or 22 

department thereof or from any other source to aid in financing the cost of 23 

public school capital outlay projects authorized by this act may be placed by 24 

the State Treasurer in the Education Bonds Fund or in a separate account or 25 

fund and shall be disbursed, to the extent permitted by the terms of the grant 26 

or grants, without regard to limitations imposed by this act. 27

(2) Special allocation provisions. – In determining the use of the proceeds of 33 

education bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, set forth in this 34 

act, the following special allocation provisions apply: 35 

a. The public school capital outlay projects to be financed with the 36 

proceeds of the bonds issued under this act shall be determined by the 37 

State Board of Education based upon the criteria set forth in this act, 38 

and upon application by the county in which the public school capital 39 

outlay project is to be located or that will otherwise be served by the 40 

public school capital outlay project. With respect to proceeds allocated 41 

in subdivision (1) of this subsection: 42 

1. The proceeds shall be used for new construction or 43 

rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and renovations. 44 

Any items purchased with such proceeds and installed or 45 

replaced as part of a renovation or rehabilitation must have a 46 

useful life of at least 10 years or must extend the life of the 47 

facility by at least 10 years once renovated or rehabilitated. 48 

2. In the case of a local school administrative unit located entirely 49 

in one county, the unit's total distribution amount shall be 50 

allocated to that county.

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administrative unit located in more than one county, the unit's 1 

distribution amount shall be allocated among the counties in 2 

which the unit is located in proportion to average daily 3 

membership of the unit in each county.

($1.00) of local matching funds for every one dollar 34 

($1.00) of such proceeds for a local school 35 

administrative unit located in a county that is a 36 

development tier three area, as defined in 37 

G.S. 143B-437.08. The match requirement may be 38 

satisfied by non-State expenditures for public school 39 

facilities made on or after January 1, 2015. If a debt has 40 

been incurred since January 1, 2015, for the general 41 

purpose of public school facilities, then the face 42 

amount of the debt shall be considered as a non-State 43 

expenditure for public school facilities for the purpose 44 

of the match. No other expenditures made or debts 45 

incurred before January 1, 2015, may be used to satisfy 46 

the match requirement. As counties satisfy the match 47 

requirements of this sub-sub-sub-subdivision, they 48 

shall document the extent to which they have done so 49 

in periodic reports to the State Board of Education. 50 

These reports shall include any information and 51

The 30 

reallocation shall be made on the basis of average daily 31 

membership of the local school administrative units 32 

within the remaining counties. Bond proceeds 33 

reallocated to a county because of a local school 34 

administrative unit's average daily membership within 35 

the county may be used only with respect to public 36 

school capital outlay projects of that unit. Bond 37 

proceeds reallocated to a county under this 38 

sub-sub-sub-subdivision must be matched at the same 39 

rate as bond proceeds allocated to the county under this 40 

sub-sub-sub-subdivision. 41 

III. The State Board of Education shall also require 42 

counties to report annually on the impact of funds 43 

provided under this act on the property tax rate for that 44 

year. These reports shall be public documents and shall 45 

be furnished to any citizen upon request. 46 

4. The General Assembly encourages, in projects for which bond 47 

proceeds are allocated, consideration by counties and local 48 

school administrative units of projects that primarily involve 49 

materially improving the energy efficiency of the school 50 

facility. 51 
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b. The capital outlay projects for a constituent institution to be financed 1 

with the proceeds of the bonds issued under this act shall be 2 

determined by the Board of Governors of The University of North 3 

Carolina based upon the criteria set forth in this act, and upon 4 

application by the constituent institution in which the capital outlay 5 

projects for a constituent institution is to be located or that will 6 

otherwise be served by the capital outlay projects for a constituent 7 

institution. With respect to proceeds allocated in subdivision (1a) of 8 

this subsection: 9 

1. The proceeds shall be used for new construction or 10 

rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and renovations. 11 

Any items purchased with such proceeds and installed or 12 

replaced as part of a renovation or rehabilitation must have a 13 

useful life of at least 10 years or must extend the life of the 14 

facility by at least 10 years once renovated or rehabilitated. 15 

Local matching fund requirements to receive bond proceeds 16 

shall be as follows: 17 

I. For projects for new construction, the constituent 18 

institution receiving the proceeds shall provide 19 

matching funds from other non-State funds. 20 

II. For rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and 21 

renovations, constituent institutions shall not be 22 

required to match bond proceeds allocated in this act. 23 

2. In determining the allocation of proceeds, the Board of 24 

Governors shall consider the following factors: (i) size of the 25 

entity, with a focus on smaller campuses; (ii) population 26 

historically served, with a focus on historically 27 

minority-serving institutions; (iii) development tier area 28 

designations, with a focus on lower development tier areas; (iv) 29 

constituent institutions operating a school serving any grade, 30 

kindergarten through 12, with a focus on such institutions; and 31 

(v) length of outstanding repairs and renovations requests, with 32 

a focus on longer outstanding requests. 33 

c. The community college capital outlay projects to be financed with the 34 

proceeds of the bonds issued under this act shall be determined by the 35 

Community College System Office based upon the criteria set forth in 36 

this act, and upon application by the community college in which the 37 

community college capital outlay projects is to be located or that will 38 

otherwise be served by the community college capital outlay projects. 39 

With respect to proceeds allocated in subdivision (1b) of this 40 

subsection: 41 

1. The proceeds shall be used for upgrades to the enterprise 42 

resource planning information technology ("the ERP system"), 43 

new construction or rehabilitation of existing facilities, and 44 

repairs and renovations. 45 

2. Any items purchased with such proceeds for new construction 46 

or rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and 47 

renovations and installed or replaced as part of a renovation or 48 

rehabilitation must have a useful life of at least 10 years or 49 

must extend the life of the facility by at least 10 years once 50 
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renovated or rehabilitated. Local matching fund requirements 1 

to receive bond proceeds shall be as follows: 2 

I. For projects for new construction, the community 3 

college receiving the proceeds shall provide local 4 

matching funds from county funds, other non-State 5 

funds, or a combination of these sources for such 6 

proceeds. The amount of matching funds shall be (i) 7 

one dollar ($1.00) of local matching funds for every 8 

three dollars ($3.00) of such proceeds for a community 9 

college with a main campus located in a development 10 

tier one area, as defined in G.S. 143B-437.08, (ii) one 11 

dollar ($1.00) of local matching funds for every two 12 

dollars ($2.00) of such proceeds for a community 13 

college with a main campus located in a development 14 

tier two area, as defined in G.S. 143B-437.08, and (iii) 15 

one dollar ($1.00) of local matching funds for every 16 

one dollar ($1.00) of such proceeds for a community 17 

college with a main campus located in a development 18 

tier three area, as defined in G.S. 143B-437.08. The 19 

provisions of G.S. 115D-31, or any other provision of 20 

law permitting prior expenditures to be used for match 21 

purposes, do not apply for purposes of meeting the 22 

matching funds requirements of this act. 23 

II. For rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and 24 

renovations, community colleges are not required to 25 

match bond proceeds allocated in this act. 26 

III. No funds shall be required to match bond proceeds 27 

allocated in this act for the ERP system project. 28 

3. In determining between projects for which bond proceeds are 29 

allocated, the Community Colleges System Office shall give 30 

first priority to the ERP system project and shall prioritize 31 

allocation of the remainder of funds among projects for new 32 

construction and repairs and renovations by ranking the 33 

projects for the various community colleges according to three 34 

components, as follows: (i) the development factor ranking by 35 

the Secretary of Commerce, as provided in G.S. 143B-437.08, 36 

for identification of the development tier of the county in 37 

which the project is located, which shall be single weighted, 38 

(ii) the community college's repairs and renovations needs, 39 

which shall be double weighted, and (iii) the community 40 

college's additional square footage needs, which shall be single 41 

weighted. 42 

SECTION 1.(f)  Allocation and Tracking of Proceeds. – 43 

(1) Education bonds. – The proceeds of education bonds and notes, including 44 

premium thereon, if any, except the proceeds of bonds, the issuance of which 45 

has been anticipated by bond anticipation notes or the proceeds of refunding 46 

bonds or notes, shall be placed by the State Treasurer in a special fund to be 47 

designated "Education Bonds Fund," which may include such appropriate 48 

special accounts therein as may be determined by the State Treasurer and shall 49 

be disbursed as provided in this section. Monies in the Education Bonds Fund 50 

shall be allocated and expended as provided in this section. 51 
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Any additional monies that may be received by means of a grant or grants 1 

from the United States of America or any agency or department thereof or 2 

from any other source for deposit to the Education Bonds Fund may be placed 3 

in the Education Bonds Fund or in a separate account or fund and shall be 4 

disbursed, to the extent permitted by the terms of the grant or grants, without 5 

regard to any limitations imposed by this act. 6 

Monies in the Education Bonds Fund or any separate account established 7 

under this section may be invested from time to time by the State Treasurer in 8 

the same manner permitted for investment of monies belonging to the State or 9 

held in the State treasury, except with respect to grant money to the extent 10 

otherwise directed by the terms of the grant. Investment earnings, except 11 

investment earnings with respect to grant monies to the extent otherwise 12 

directed or restricted by the terms of the grant, may be (i) credited to the 13 

Education Bonds Fund or (ii) used to satisfy compliance with applicable 14 

requirements of the federal tax law. 15 

The proceeds of education bonds and notes, including premium thereon, 16 

if any, may be used with any other monies made available by the General 17 

Assembly for funding the projects authorized by this section, including the 18 

proceeds of any other State bond issues, whether heretofore made available or 19 

that may be made available at the session of the General Assembly at which 20 

this act is ratified or any subsequent sessions. The proceeds of education bonds 21 

and notes, including premium thereon, if any, shall be expended and disbursed 22 

under the direction and supervision of the Director of the Budget. The funds 23 

provided by this act shall be disbursed for the purposes provided in this section 24 

upon warrants drawn on the State Treasurer by the State Controller, which 25 

warrants shall not be drawn until requisition has been approved by the 26 

Director of the Budget and which requisition shall be approved only after full 27 

compliance with the State Budget Act, Chapter 143C of the General Statutes. 28 

(2) Tracking of bond proceeds. – The State Treasurer or the State Treasurer's 29 

designee is hereby authorized and directed to set up a comprehensive system 30 

of tracking the proceeds of the education bonds and notes, including premium 31 

thereon, if any, to the extent necessary to enable the State Treasurer or the 32 

State Treasurer's designee to properly account for the use of such proceeds for 33 

compliance with applicable requirements of the federal tax law or otherwise. 34 

All recipients of such proceeds shall comply with any tracking system 35 

implemented by the State Treasurer or the State Treasurer's designee for this 36 

purpose. The State Treasurer may withhold proceeds if the recipient fails to 37 

comply with this subdivision. 38 

(3) Costs. – Allocations to the costs of a capital improvement or undertaking in 39 

each case may include allocations to pay the costs set forth in sub-subdivisions 40 

c. through g. of subdivision (2) of subsection (c) of this section in connection 41 

with the issuance of bonds for that capital improvement or undertaking. 42 

SECTION 1.(g)  Election. – The question of the issuance of the bonds authorized by 43 

this act shall be submitted to the qualified voters of the State at the time of the election in 2020 44 

when voters of this State are given an opportunity to express their preference for the person to be 45 

the presidential candidate of their political party. Any other primary, election, or referendum, 46 

validly called or scheduled by law at the time the election on the bond question provided for in 47 

this subsection is held, may be held as called or scheduled. Notice of the election shall be given 48 

in the manner and at the times required by G.S. 163A-769(8). The election and the registration 49 

of voters therefor shall be held under and in accordance with the general laws of the State. 50 

Absentee ballots shall be authorized in the election. 51 
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The State Board of Elections (State Board) shall reimburse the counties of the State 1 

for all necessary expenses incurred in holding the election that are in addition to those that would 2 

have otherwise been incurred, the same to be paid out of the Contingency and Emergency Fund 3 

or other funds available to the State Board. 4 

Ballots, voting systems authorized by Subpart 2 of Part 3 of Article 20 of Chapter 5 

163A of the General Statutes, or both may be used in accordance with rules prescribed by the 6 

State Board. The bond question to be used in the ballots or voting systems shall be in substantially 7 

the following form: 8 

"[ ] FOR [ ] AGAINST 9 

The issuance of one billion nine hundred million dollars ($1,900,000,000) State of 10 

North Carolina Education Bonds constituting general obligation bonds of the State secured by a 11 

pledge of the faith and credit and taxing power of the State for the purpose of providing funds, 12 

with any other available funds, to fund capital improvements, construction of new facilities, and 13 

the renovation and rehabilitation of existing facilities for the State's public education system in 14 

local school administrative units, community colleges of the North Carolina Community College 15 

System, and constituent institutions of The University of North Carolina." 16 

If a majority of those voting on a bond question in the election vote in favor of the 17 

issuance of the bonds described in the question, those bonds may be issued as provided in this 18 

act. If a majority of those voting on the bond question in the election do not vote in favor of the 19 

issuance of the bonds described in the question, those bonds shall not be issued. 20 

The results of the election shall be canvassed and declared as provided by law for 21 

elections for State officers; the results of the election shall be certified by the State Board to the 22 

Secretary of State in the manner and at the time provided by the general election laws of the 23 

State. 24 

SECTION 1.(h)  Issuance of Bonds and Notes. – 25 

(1) Terms and conditions. – Bonds or notes may bear such date or dates, may be 26 

serial or term bonds or notes, or any combination thereof, may mature in such 27 

amounts and at such time or times, not exceeding 40 years from their date or 28 

dates, may be payable at such place or places, either within or without the 29 

United States of America, in such coin or currency of the United States of 30 

America as at the time of payment is legal tender for payment of public and 31 

private debts, may bear interest at such rate or rates, which may vary from 32 

time to time, and may be made redeemable before maturity, at the option of 33 

the State or otherwise as may be provided by the State, at such price or prices, 34 

including a price less than the face amount of the bonds or notes, and under 35 

such terms and conditions, all as may be determined by the State Treasurer by 36 

and with the consent of the Council of State. 37 

(2) Signatures; form and denomination; registration. – Bonds or notes may be 38 

issued as certificated or uncertificated obligations. If issued as certificated 39 

obligations, bonds or notes shall be signed on behalf of the State by the 40 

Governor or shall bear the Governor's facsimile signature, shall be signed by 41 

the State Treasurer or shall bear the State Treasurer's facsimile signature, and 42 

shall bear the Great Seal of the State of North Carolina or a facsimile thereof 43 

shall be impressed or imprinted thereon. If bonds or notes bear the facsimile 44 

signatures of the Governor and the State Treasurer, the bonds or notes shall 45 

also bear a manual signature, which may be that of a bond registrar, trustee, 46 

paying agent, or designated assistant of the State Treasurer. Should any officer 47 

whose signature or facsimile signature appears on bonds or notes cease to be 48 

such officer before the delivery of the bonds or notes, the signature or 49 

facsimile signature shall nevertheless have the same validity for all purposes 50 

as if the officer had remained in office until delivery, and bonds or notes may 51 
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bear the facsimile signatures of persons who at the actual time of the execution 1 

of the bonds or notes shall be the proper officers to sign any bond or note, 2 

although at the date of the bond or note such persons may not have been such 3 

officers. The form and denomination of bonds or notes, including the 4 

provisions with respect to registration of the bonds or notes and any system 5 

for their registration, shall be as the State Treasurer may determine in 6 

conformity with this section; provided, however, that nothing in this section 7 

shall prohibit the State Treasurer from proceeding, with respect to the issuance 8 

and form of the bonds or notes, under the provisions of Chapter 159E of the 9 

General Statutes, the Registered Public Obligations Act, as well as under this 10 

section. 11 

(3) Manner of sale; expenses. – Subject to the consent of the Council of State, the 12 

State Treasurer shall determine the manner in which bonds or notes shall be 13 

offered for sale, whether at public or private sale, whether within or without 14 

the United States of America, and whether by publishing notices in certain 15 

newspapers and financial journals, mailing notices, inviting bids by 16 

correspondence, negotiating contracts of purchase, or otherwise, and the State 17 

Treasurer is authorized to sell bonds or notes at one time or from time to time 18 

at such rate or rates of interest, which may vary from time to time, and at such 19 

price or prices, including a price less than the face amount of the bonds or the 20 

notes, as the State Treasurer may determine. All expenses incurred in 21 

preparation, sale, and issuance of bonds or notes shall be paid by the State 22 

Treasurer from the proceeds of bonds or notes or other available monies. 23 

(4) Notes; repayment. – 24 

a. Subject to the consent of the Council of State, the State Treasurer is 25 

hereby authorized to borrow money and to execute and issue notes of 26 

the State for the same, but only in the following circumstances and 27 

under the following conditions: 28 

1. For anticipating the sale of bonds to the issuance of which the 29 

Council of State shall have given consent, if the State Treasurer 30 

shall deem it advisable to postpone the issuance of the bonds. 31 

2. For the payment of interest on or any installment of principal 32 

of any bonds then outstanding, if there shall not be sufficient 33 

funds in the State treasury with which to pay the interest or 34 

installment of principal as they respectively become due. 35 

3. For the renewal of any loan evidenced by notes herein 36 

authorized. 37 

4. For the purposes authorized in this act. 38 

5. For refunding bonds or notes as herein authorized. 39 

b. Funds derived from the sale of bonds or notes may be used in the 40 

payment of any bond anticipation notes issued under this section. 41 

Funds provided by the General Assembly for the payment of interest 42 

on or principal of bonds shall be used in paying the interest on or 43 

principal of any notes and any renewals thereof, the proceeds of which 44 

shall have been used in paying interest on or principal of the bonds. 45 

(5) Refunding bonds and notes. – By and with the consent of the Council of State, 46 

the State Treasurer is authorized to issue and sell refunding bonds and notes 47 

pursuant to the provisions of the State Refunding Bond Act for the purpose of 48 

refunding bonds or notes issued pursuant to this act. The refunding bonds and 49 

notes may be combined with any other issues of State bonds and notes 50 

similarly secured. 51 
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(6) Tax exemption. – Bonds and notes shall be exempt from all State, county, and 1 

municipal taxation or assessment, direct or indirect, general or special, 2 

whether imposed for the purpose of general revenue or otherwise, excluding 3 

inheritance and gift taxes, income taxes on the gain from the transfer of bonds 4 

and notes, and franchise taxes. The interest on bonds and notes shall not be 5 

subject to taxation as to income. 6 

(7) Investment eligibility. – Bonds and notes are hereby made securities in which 7 

all public officers, agencies, and public bodies of the State and its political 8 

subdivisions; all insurance companies, trust companies, investment 9 

companies, banks, savings banks, savings and loan associations, credit unions, 10 

pension or retirement funds, other financial institutions engaged in business 11 

in the State; executors, administrators, trustees, and other fiduciaries may 12 

properly and legally invest funds, including capital in their control or 13 

belonging to them. Bonds and notes are hereby made securities that may 14 

properly and legally be deposited with and received by any officer or agency 15 

of the State or political subdivision of the State for any purpose for which the 16 

deposit of bonds, notes, or obligations of the State or any political subdivision 17 

of the State is now or may hereafter be authorized by law. 18 

(8) Faith and credit. – The faith and credit and taxing power of the State are hereby 19 

pledged for the payment of the principal of and the interest on bonds and notes. 20 

In addition to the State's right to amend any provision of this act to the extent 21 

it does not impair any contractual right of a bond owner, the State expressly 22 

reserves the right to amend any provision of this act with respect to the making 23 

and repayment of loans, the disposition of any repayments of loans, and any 24 

intercept provisions relating to the failure of a local government unit to repay 25 

a loan, the bonds not being secured in any respect by loans, any repayments 26 

thereof, or any intercept provisions with respect thereto. 27 

SECTION 1.(i)  Variable Interest Rates. – In fixing the details of bonds and notes, 28 

the State Treasurer may provide that any of the bonds or notes may: 29 

(1) Be made payable from time to time on demand or tender for purchase by the 30 

owner thereof, provided a credit facility agreement supports the bonds or 31 

notes, unless the State Treasurer specifically determines that a credit facility 32 

agreement is not required, upon a finding and determination by the State 33 

Treasurer that the absence of a credit facility agreement will not materially or 34 

adversely affect the financial position of the State and the marketing of the 35 

bonds or notes at a reasonable interest cost to the State; 36 

(2) Be additionally supported by a credit facility agreement; 37 

(3) Be made subject to redemption or a mandatory tender for purchase prior to 38 

maturity; 39 

(4) Bear interest at a rate or rates that may vary for such period or periods of time, 40 

all as may be provided in the proceedings providing for the issuance of the 41 

bonds or notes, including, without limitation, such variations as may be 42 

permitted pursuant to a par formula; and 43 

(5) Be made the subject of a remarketing agreement whereby an attempt is made 44 

to remarket bonds or notes to new purchasers prior to their presentment for 45 

payment to the provider of the credit facility agreement or to the State. 46 

If the aggregate principal amount repayable by the State under a credit facility 47 

agreement is in excess of the aggregate principal amount of bonds or notes secured by the credit 48 

facility agreement, whether as a result of the inclusion in the credit facility agreement of a 49 

provision for the payment of interest for a limited period of time or the payment of a redemption 50 

premium or for any other reason, then the amount of authorized but unissued bonds or notes 51 
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during the term of such credit facility agreement shall not be less than the amount of such excess, 1 

unless the payment of such excess is otherwise provided for by agreement of the State executed 2 

by the State Treasurer. 3 

SECTION 1.(j)  Interpretation of Act. – 4 

(1) Additional method. – The foregoing subsections of this section shall be 5 

deemed to provide an additional and alternative method for the doing of the 6 

things authorized thereby and shall be regarded as supplemental and 7 

additional to powers conferred by other laws and shall not be regarded as in 8 

derogation of any powers now existing. 9 

(2) Statutory references. – References in this act to specific sections or Chapters 10 

of the General Statutes or to specific acts are intended to be references to these 11 

sections, Chapters, or acts as they may be amended from time to time by the 12 

General Assembly. 13 

(3) Broad construction. – The General Assembly specifically has chosen to 14 

combine what otherwise might be considered differing projects to be financed 15 

into one bond bill and bond question because the General Assembly finds that 16 

such differing projects, when taken together, constitute an interrelated, united, 17 

and single plan for the State's public education system as stated aforesaid. 18 

Accordingly, this act, being necessary for the health, welfare, and 19 

advancement of the people of the State, shall be broadly construed to affect 20 

the purposes thereof. 21 

(4) Inconsistent provisions. – Insofar as the provisions of this section are 22 

inconsistent with the provisions of any general laws, or parts thereof, the 23 

provisions of this act shall be controlling. 24 

(5) Severability. – If any provision of this section or the application thereof to any 25 

person or circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other 26 

provisions or applications of the act that can be given effect without the invalid 27 

provision or application, and to this end, the provisions of this section are 28 

declared to be severable. 29 

SECTION 1.(k)  Other Agreements. – The State Treasurer may authorize, execute, 30 

obtain, or otherwise provide for bond issuance, investment contracts, credit and liquidity 31 

facilities, interest rate swap agreements and other derivative products, and any other related 32 

instruments and matters the State Treasurer determines to be desirable in connection with the 33 

issuance of bonds and notes. 34 

SECTION 2.  Each entity, upon receiving the proceeds of education bonds and notes, 35 

including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to and for projects listed in Section 1 of this 36 

act, shall administer, supervise, and ensure that use of the proceeds comport with the purposes 37 

provided in this act. Each local school administrative unit, along with the corresponding board 38 

of county commissioners, shall jointly submit to the State Board of Education a plan for the 39 

expenditure of proceeds allocated to it under this act. After the State Board of Education 40 

determines that a local school administrative unit's planned expenditure of part or all of the 41 

proceeds allocated to it is within the purposes provided in this act, the State Board of Education 42 

shall make the proceeds to which the plans apply available to the local school administrative unit. 43 

Each local school administrative unit receiving the proceeds of education bonds and notes, 44 

including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to Section 1 of this act shall report by January 45 

1, 2022, and quarterly thereafter, to the State Board of Education on the projects funded from 46 

education general obligation bonds authorized by Section 1 of this act, and the State Board of 47 

Education shall combine the reports and submit them to the Joint Legislative Capital Oversight 48 

Committee, the House of Representatives Appropriations Committee, and the Senate Committee 49 

on Appropriations/Base Budget. Each report shall include the total project costs, the amount to 50 
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be funded from the bonds, the expenditures to date from the bonds and other sources, and the 1 

percentage of each project completed. 2 

Each constituent institution of The University of North Carolina receiving the 3 

proceeds of education bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to 4 

subdivision (1a) of Section 1(e) of this act shall report by January 1, 2022, and quarterly 5 

thereafter, to the Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on Capital Improvements, the House of 6 

Representatives Appropriations Committee, and the Senate Committee on Appropriations/Base 7 

Budget on the projects funded from education general obligation bonds authorized by Section 1 8 

of this act. Each report shall include the total project costs, the amount to be funded from the 9 

bonds, the expenditures to date from the bonds and other sources, and the percentage of each 10 

project completed. 11 

Community colleges receiving the proceeds of education bonds and notes, including 12 

premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to subdivision (1b) of Section 1(e) of this act shall 13 

report by January 1, 2022, and quarterly thereafter, to the North Carolina Community Colleges 14 

System Office on the projects funded from education general obligation bonds authorized by 15 

Section 1 of this act, and the System Office shall combine the reports and submit them to the 16 

Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on Capital Improvements, the House of Representatives 17 

Appropriations Committee, and the Senate Committee on Appropriations/Base Budget. Each 18 

report shall include the total project costs, the amount to be funded from the bonds, the 19 

expenditures to date from the bonds and other sources, and the percentage of each project 20 

completed. 21 

SECTION 3.(a)  Projects funded in whole or in part with the proceeds of education 22 

bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to this act, and that portion 23 

of funds estimated to be needed for escalation of costs shall remain with the Office of State 24 

Budget and Management and shall be disbursed only for the following purposes: 25 

(1) To address unforeseen contingencies related to the specific project for which 26 

the funds were made available. 27 

(2) To address inflation costs related to that specific project. 28 

SECTION 3.(b)  Any funds retained by the Office of State Budget and Management 29 

pursuant to subsection (a) of this section at the time a project is completed shall be retained by 30 

the Office of State Budget and Management. The Office of State Budget and Management shall 31 

report on any funds retained pursuant to this subsection within 90 days of a project's completion. 32 

SECTION 4.  Notwithstanding the period of time provided in G.S. 163A-1045(a) for 33 

which transfers are effective, transfers of voters from a given precinct, for the purpose of voting, 34 

to an adjacent precinct for the election held as required in Section 1(g) of this act shall be for that 35 

election only and shall not apply to any subsequent election. 36 

SECTION 5.  Any funds from the Education Bond expended for school technology 37 

for public schools shall be reported to the State Board of Education and shall be credited against 38 

the judgment in N.C. Sch. Bds. Ass'n. v. Moore, No. 98-CVS-14159 (N.C. Super. Ct.). 39 

SECTION 6.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 40 
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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 

AN ACT TO ENACT THE EDUCATION BOND ACT OF 2019. 2 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 3 

SECTION 1.(a)  Short Title. – This section shall be known as the "Education Bond 4 

Act of 2019." 5 

SECTION 1.(b)  Purpose. – It is the intent of the General Assembly by this act to 6 

provide, subject to a vote of the qualified voters of the State, for the issuance of one billion nine 7 

hundred million dollars ($1,900,000,000) general obligation bonds of the State for the purpose 8 

of providing funds, with any other available funds, (i) for public school facilities through grants 9 

to counties for public school capital outlay projects and repairs and renovations, in the amount 10 

of one billion five hundred million dollars ($1,500,000,000), (ii) for community college facilities 11 

for community college capital outlay projects and repairs and renovations, in the amount of two 12 

hundred million dollars ($200,000,000), and (iii) for The University of North Carolina facilities 13 

for capital outlay projects for constituent institutions and repairs and renovations at such 14 

institutions, in the amount of two hundred million dollars ($200,000,000). 15 

SECTION 1.(c)  Definitions. – Unless the context otherwise requires, the following 16 

definitions apply in this section: 17 

(1) Bonds. – Bonds issued under this section. 18 

(1a) Capital outlay project for a constituent institution. – A project for the 19 

construction of one or more new buildings or the renovation of one or more 20 

existing buildings located at a constituent institution of The University of 21 

North Carolina, for the building of technology infrastructure, for the purchase 22 

of equipment for a building located at a constituent institution of The 23 

University of North Carolina where the building has never been used for 24 

education purposes or equipment related to the improvement of an existing 25 

constituent institution building that will be used at the building or become 26 

affixed to the building during its use for education, for the purchase of land 27 

necessary for construction to commence within 24 months of one or more 28 

constituent institution buildings, and for other related capital outlay projects 29 

to provide facilities for individual constituent institutions that are used for 30 

instructional or related purposes. The term does not include projects for 31 

facilities for centralized administration, trailers, relocatable classrooms, or 32 

mobile classrooms. 33 

(1b) Community college capital outlay project. – A project for the construction of 34 

one or more new community college buildings located on a community 35 

college campus or the renovation of one or more existing community college 36 
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buildings, for the building of the enterprise resource planning information 1 

technology and other technology infrastructure, for the purchase of equipment 2 

for a community college building that has never been used for community 3 

college purposes or equipment related to the improvement of an existing 4 

community college building that will be used at the building or become 5 

affixed to the building during its use for education, for the purchase of land 6 

necessary for construction to commence within 24 months of one or more 7 

community college buildings, and for other related capital outlay projects to 8 

provide facilities for individual community college campuses that are used for 9 

instructional or related purposes. The term does not include projects for 10 

facilities for centralized administration, trailers, relocatable classrooms, or 11 

mobile classrooms. 12 

(2) Cost. – Without intending thereby to limit or restrict any proper definition of 13 

this term in financing the cost of public school capital outlay projects 14 

authorized by this section, any of the following: 15 

a. The cost of constructing, reconstructing, enlarging, acquiring, and 16 

improving projects and acquiring equipment and land therefor. 17 

b. The cost of engineering, architectural, and other consulting services as 18 

may be required. 19 

c. Administrative expenses and charges, including expenses related to 20 

determining compliance with applicable requirements of federal law 21 

and expenses relating to issuance. Nothing in this section shall permit 22 

use of bond funds to pay salaries or fees for bond administration; such 23 

salaries and fees shall come from funds appropriated by the General 24 

Assembly. 25 

d. Finance charges and interest prior to and during construction and, if 26 

deemed advisable by the State Treasurer, for a period not exceeding 27 

three years after the estimated date of completion of construction. 28 

e. The cost of bond insurance, investment contracts, credit enhancement 29 

and liquidity facilities, interest rate swap agreements or other 30 

derivative products, financial and legal consultants, and related costs 31 

of bond and note issuance, to the extent and as determined by the State 32 

Treasurer. 33 

f. The cost of reimbursing the State for any payments made for any cost 34 

described in this subdivision. 35 

g. Any other costs and expenses necessary or incidental to the purposes 36 

of this section. 37 

Allocations in this section of proceeds of bonds to the costs of a project or 38 

undertaking in each case may include allocations to pay the costs set forth in 39 

sub-subdivisions c. through g. of this subdivision in connection with the 40 

issuance of bonds for the project or undertaking. 41 

(3) Credit facility agreement. – An agreement entered into by the State Treasurer 42 

on behalf of the State with a bank, savings and loan association, or other 43 

banking institution; an insurance company, reinsurance company, surety 44 

company, or other insurance institution; a corporation, investment banking 45 

firm, or other investment institution; or any financial institution or other 46 

similar provider of a credit facility agreement, which provider may be located 47 

within or without the United States of America, such agreement providing for 48 

prompt payment of all or any part of the principal or purchase price (whether 49 

at maturity, presentment or tender for purchase, redemption, or acceleration), 50 

redemption premium, if any, and interest on any bonds or notes payable on 51 
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demand or tender by the owner, in consideration of the State agreeing to repay 1 

the provider of the credit facility agreement in accordance with the terms and 2 

provisions of such agreement. 3 

(4) Notes. – Notes issued under this section. 4 

(5) Par formula. – Any provision or formula adopted by the State to provide for 5 

the adjustment, from time to time, of the interest rate or rates borne by any 6 

bonds or notes, including the following: 7 

a. A provision providing for such adjustment so that the purchase price 8 

of such bonds or notes in the open market would be as close to par as 9 

possible; 10 

b. A provision providing for such adjustment based upon a percentage or 11 

percentages of a LIBOR rate, a prime rate, or base rate, which 12 

percentage or percentages may vary or be applied for different periods 13 

of time; or 14 

c. Such other provision as the State Treasurer may determine to be 15 

consistent with this section and will not materially and adversely affect 16 

the financial position of the State and the marketing of bonds or notes 17 

at a reasonable interest cost to the State. 18 

(6) Public school capital outlay project. – A project for the construction of one or 19 

more new public school buildings or the renovation of one or more existing 20 

public school buildings, for the building of technology infrastructure, for the 21 

purchase of measures to ensure building security, for the purchase of 22 

equipment for a public school building that has never been used for public 23 

education purposes or equipment related to the improvement of an existing 24 

public school building that will be used at the building or become affixed to 25 

the building during its use for public education, for the purchase of land 26 

necessary for construction to commence within 24 months of one or more 27 

school buildings, and for other related capital outlay projects to provide 28 

facilities for individual schools that are used for instructional or related 29 

purposes. The term does not include projects for facilities for centralized 30 

administration, trailers, relocatable classrooms, or mobile classrooms. 31 

(7) State. – The State of North Carolina. 32 

SECTION 1.(d)  Authorization of Bonds and Notes. – Subject to a favorable vote of 33 

a majority of the qualified voters of the State who vote on the question of issuing bonds for capital 34 

outlay projects for public schools and for capital outlay projects funds for community colleges 35 

and The University of North Carolina in the election called and held as provided in this section, 36 

the State Treasurer is hereby authorized, by and with the consent of the Council of State, to issue 37 

and sell, at one time or from time to time, general obligation bonds of the State to be designated 38 

"State of North Carolina Education Bonds," with any additional designations as may be 39 

determined to indicate the issuance of bonds from time to time, or notes of the State as provided 40 

in this section, in an aggregate principal amount not exceeding one billion nine hundred million 41 

dollars ($1,900,000,000) for the purpose of providing funds, with any other available funds, for 42 

the purposes authorized in this section. The principal amounts of bonds or notes issued in any 43 

12-month period shall not exceed five hundred ninety-one million dollars ($591,000,000). In 44 

determining whether this limit has been reached, the issuance of a note or bond to pay an 45 

outstanding note is not considered an issuance.

SECTION 1.(e)  Use of Education Bond and Note Proceeds. – 47 

(1) Subject to the provisions of subdivision (2) of this subsection, one billion five 48 

hundred million dollars ($1,500,000,000) of the proceeds of education bonds 49 

and notes, including premium thereon, if any, shall be used for the purpose of 50 

making grants to counties for paying the cost of public school capital outlay 51 
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projects and repairs and renovations in the following general amounts set forth 1 

in this subdivision. Any additional monies that may be received by means of 2 

a grant or grants from the United States of America or any agency or 3 

department thereof or from any other source to aid in financing the cost of 4 

public school capital outlay projects authorized by this act may be placed by 5 

the State Treasurer in the Education Bonds Fund or in a separate account or 6 

fund and shall be disbursed, to the extent permitted by the terms of the grant 7 

or grants, without regard to limitations imposed by this act.

(2) Special allocation provisions. – In determining the use of the proceeds of 14 

education bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, set forth in this 15 

act, the following special allocation provisions apply: 16 

a. With respect to proceeds allocated in subdivision (1) of this 17 

subsection: 18 

1. The proceeds shall be used for new construction or 19 

rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and renovations. 20 

Any items purchased with such proceeds and installed or 21 

replaced as part of a renovation or rehabilitation must have a 22 

useful life of at least 10 years or must extend the life of the 23 

facility by at least 10 years once renovated or rehabilitated. 24 

2. In the case of a local school administrative unit located entirely 25 

in one county, the unit's total distribution amount shall be 26 

allocated to that county.

13 

Any items purchased with such proceeds and installed or 14 

replaced as part of a renovation or rehabilitation must have a 15 

useful life of at least 10 years or must extend the life of the 16 

facility by at least 10 years once renovated or rehabilitated. In 17 

order to receive the proceeds under this sub-subdivision for 18 

projects for new construction, the constituent institution 19 

receiving the proceeds shall provide matching funds from other 20 

non-State funds. Constituent institutions are not required to 21 

match bond proceeds allocated in this section for rehabilitation 22 

of existing facilities and repairs and renovations. 23 

2. In determining the allocation of proceeds, the Board of 24 

Governors shall consider the following factors: (i) size of the 25 

entity, with a focus on smaller campuses; (ii) population 26 

historically served, with a focus on historically 27 

minority-serving institutions; (iii) development tier area 28 

designations, with a focus on lower development tier areas; (iv) 29 

constituent institutions operating a school serving any grade, 30 

kindergarten through 12, with a focus on such institutions; and 31 

(v) length of outstanding repairs and renovations requests, with 32 

a focus on longer outstanding requests. 33 

c. With respect to proceeds allocated in subdivision (1b) of this 34 

subsection: 35 

1. The proceeds shall be used for upgrades to the enterprise 36 

resource planning information technology ("the ERP system"), 37 

new construction or rehabilitation of existing facilities, and 38 

repairs and renovations. 39 

2. Any items purchased with such proceeds for new construction 40 

or rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and 41 

renovations and installed or replaced as part of a renovation or 42 

rehabilitation must have a useful life of at least 10 years or 43 

must extend the life of the facility by at least 10 years once 44 

renovated or rehabilitated. In order to receive the proceeds 45 

under this sub-subdivision for projects for new construction, 46 

the community college receiving the proceeds shall provide 47 

local matching funds from county funds, other non-State funds, 48 

or a combination of these sources for such proceeds. The 49 

amount of matching funds shall be (i) one dollar ($1.00) of 50 

local matching funds for every three dollars ($3.00) of such 51 
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proceeds for a community college with a main campus located 1 

in a development tier one area, as defined in 2 

G.S. 143B-437.08, (ii) one dollar ($1.00) of local matching 3 

funds for every two dollars ($2.00) of such proceeds for a 4 

community college with a main campus located in a 5 

development tier two area, as defined in G.S. 143B-437.08, 6 

and (iii) one dollar ($1.00) of local matching funds for every 7 

one dollar ($1.00) of such proceeds for a community college 8 

with a main campus located in a development tier three area, 9 

as defined in G.S. 143B-437.08. Community colleges are not 10 

required to match bond proceeds allocated in this section for 11 

rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and renovations. 12 

The provisions of G.S. 115D-31, or any other provision of law 13 

permitting prior expenditures to be used for match purposes, 14 

do not apply for purposes of meeting the matching funds 15 

requirements of this act. 16 

3. In determining between projects for which bond proceeds are 17 

allocated, the Community Colleges System Office shall give 18 

first priority to the ERP system project and shall prioritize 19 

allocation of the remainder of funds among projects for new 20 

construction and repairs and renovations by ranking the 21 

projects for the various community colleges according to three 22 

components, as follows: (i) the development factor ranking by 23 

the Secretary of Commerce, as provided in G.S. 143B-437.08, 24 

for identification of the development tier of the county in 25 

which the project is located, which shall be single weighted, 26 

(ii) the community college's repairs and renovations needs, 27 

which shall be double weighted, and (iii) the community 28 

college's additional square footage needs, which shall be single 29 

weighted.

SECTION 1.(f)  Allocation and Tracking of Proceeds. – 31 

(1) Education bonds. – The proceeds of education bonds and notes, including 32 

premium thereon, if any, except the proceeds of bonds, the issuance of which 33 

has been anticipated by bond anticipation notes or the proceeds of refunding 34 

bonds or notes, shall be placed by the State Treasurer in a special fund to be 35 

designated "Education Bonds Fund," which may include such appropriate 36 

special accounts therein as may be determined by the State Treasurer and shall 37 

be disbursed as provided in this section. Monies in the Education Bonds Fund 38 

shall be allocated and expended as provided in this section. 39 

Any additional monies that may be received by means of a grant or grants 40 

from the United States of America or any agency or department thereof or 41 

from any other source for deposit to the Education Bonds Fund may be placed 42 

in the Education Bonds Fund or in a separate account or fund and shall be 43 

disbursed, to the extent permitted by the terms of the grant or grants, without 44 

regard to any limitations imposed by this section. 45 

Monies in the Education Bonds Fund or any separate account established 46 

under this section may be invested from time to time by the State Treasurer in 47 

the same manner permitted for investment of monies belonging to the State or 48 

held in the State treasury, except with respect to grant money to the extent 49 

otherwise directed by the terms of the grant. Investment earnings, except 50 

investment earnings with respect to grant monies to the extent otherwise 51 
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directed or restricted by the terms of the grant, may be (i) credited to the 1 

Education Bonds Fund or (ii) used to satisfy compliance with applicable 2 

requirements of the federal tax law. 3 

The proceeds of education bonds and notes, including premium thereon, 4 

if any, may be used with any other monies made available by the General 5 

Assembly for funding the projects authorized by this section, including the 6 

proceeds of any other State bond issues, whether heretofore made available or 7 

that may be made available at the session of the General Assembly at which 8 

this section is ratified or any subsequent sessions. The proceeds of education 9 

bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, shall be expended and 10 

disbursed under the direction and supervision of the Director of the Budget. 11 

The funds provided by this section shall be disbursed for the purposes 12 

provided in this section upon warrants drawn on the State Treasurer by the 13 

State Controller, which warrants shall not be drawn until requisition has been 14 

approved by the Director of the Budget and which requisition shall be 15 

approved only after full compliance with the State Budget Act, Chapter 143C 16 

of the General Statutes. 17 

(2) Tracking of bond proceeds. – The State Treasurer or the State Treasurer's 18 

designee is hereby authorized and directed to set up a comprehensive system 19 

of tracking the proceeds of the education bonds and notes, including premium 20 

thereon, if any, to the extent necessary to enable the State Treasurer or the 21 

State Treasurer's designee to properly account for the use of such proceeds for 22 

compliance with applicable requirements of the federal tax law or otherwise. 23 

All recipients of such proceeds shall comply with any tracking system 24 

implemented by the State Treasurer or the State Treasurer's designee for this 25 

purpose. The State Treasurer may withhold proceeds if the recipient fails to 26 

comply with this subdivision. 27 

(3) Costs. – Allocations to the costs of a capital improvement or undertaking in 28 

each case may include allocations to pay the costs set forth in sub-subdivisions 29 

c. through g. of subdivision (2) of subsection (c) of this section in connection 30 

with the issuance of bonds for that capital improvement or undertaking. 31 

SECTION 1.(g)  Election. – The question of the issuance of the bonds authorized by 32 

this section shall be submitted to the qualified voters of the State at the time of the election in 33 

2020 when voters of this State are given an opportunity to express their preference for the person 34 

to be the presidential candidate of their political party. Any other primary, election, or 35 

referendum, validly called or scheduled by law at the time the election on the bond question 36 

provided for in this subsection is held, may be held as called or scheduled. Notice of the election 37 

shall be given in the manner and at the times required by G.S. 163A-769(8). The election and the 38 

registration of voters therefor shall be held under and in accordance with the general laws of the 39 

State. Absentee ballots shall be authorized in the election. 40 

The State Board of Elections (State Board) shall reimburse the counties of the State 41 

for all necessary expenses incurred in holding the election that are in addition to those that would 42 

have otherwise been incurred, the same to be paid out of the Contingency and Emergency Fund 43 

or other funds available to the State Board. 44 

Ballots, voting systems authorized by Subpart 2 of Part 3 of Article 20 of Chapter 45 

163A of the General Statutes, or both may be used in accordance with rules prescribed by the 46 

State Board. The bond question to be used in the ballots or voting systems shall be in substantially 47 

the following form: 48 

"[ ] FOR [ ] AGAINST 49 

The issuance of one billion nine hundred million dollars ($1,900,000,000) State of 50 

North Carolina Education Bonds constituting general obligation bonds of the State secured by a 51 
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pledge of the faith and credit and taxing power of the State for the purpose of providing funds, 1 

with any other available funds, (i) for public school facilities through grants to counties for public 2 

school capital outlay projects, in the amount of one billion five hundred million dollars 3 

($1,500,000,000), (ii) for community college facilities for community college capital outlay 4 

projects, repairs and renovations, in the amount of two hundred million dollars ($200,000,000), 5 

and (iii) for The University of North Carolina facilities for capital outlay projects for constituent 6 

institutions, and repairs and renovations at such institutions, in the amount of two hundred million 7 

dollars ($200,000,000)." 8 

If a majority of those voting on a bond question in the election vote in favor of the 9 

issuance of the bonds described in the question, those bonds may be issued as provided in this 10 

section. If a majority of those voting on a bond question in the election do not vote in favor of 11 

the issuance of the bonds described in the question, those bonds shall not be issued. 12 

The results of the election shall be canvassed and declared as provided by law for 13 

elections for State officers; the results of the election shall be certified by the State Board to the 14 

Secretary of State in the manner and at the time provided by the general election laws of the 15 

State. 16 

SECTION 1.(h)  Issuance of Bonds and Notes. – 17 

(1) Terms and conditions. – Bonds or notes may bear such date or dates, may be 18 

serial or term bonds or notes, or any combination thereof, may mature in such 19 

amounts and at such time or times, not exceeding 40 years from their date or 20 

dates, may be payable at such place or places, either within or without the 21 

United States of America, in such coin or currency of the United States of 22 

America as at the time of payment is legal tender for payment of public and 23 

private debts, may bear interest at such rate or rates, which may vary from 24 

time to time, and may be made redeemable before maturity, at the option of 25 

the State or otherwise as may be provided by the State, at such price or prices, 26 

including a price less than the face amount of the bonds or notes, and under 27 

such terms and conditions, all as may be determined by the State Treasurer by 28 

and with the consent of the Council of State. 29 

(2) Signatures; form and denomination; registration. – Bonds or notes may be 30 

issued as certificated or uncertificated obligations. If issued as certificated 31 

obligations, bonds or notes shall be signed on behalf of the State by the 32 

Governor or shall bear the Governor's facsimile signature, shall be signed by 33 

the State Treasurer or shall bear the State Treasurer's facsimile signature, and 34 

shall bear the Great Seal of the State of North Carolina or a facsimile thereof 35 

shall be impressed or imprinted thereon. If bonds or notes bear the facsimile 36 

signatures of the Governor and the State Treasurer, the bonds or notes shall 37 

also bear a manual signature, which may be that of a bond registrar, trustee, 38 

paying agent, or designated assistant of the State Treasurer. Should any officer 39 

whose signature or facsimile signature appears on bonds or notes cease to be 40 

such officer before the delivery of the bonds or notes, the signature or 41 

facsimile signature shall nevertheless have the same validity for all purposes 42 

as if the officer had remained in office until delivery, and bonds or notes may 43 

bear the facsimile signatures of persons who at the actual time of the execution 44 

of the bonds or notes shall be the proper officers to sign any bond or note, 45 

although at the date of the bond or note such persons may not have been such 46 

officers. The form and denomination of bonds or notes, including the 47 

provisions with respect to registration of the bonds or notes and any system 48 

for their registration, shall be as the State Treasurer may determine in 49 

conformity with this section; provided, however, that nothing in this section 50 

shall prohibit the State Treasurer from proceeding, with respect to the issuance 51 
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and form of the bonds or notes, under the provisions of Chapter 159E of the 1 

General Statutes, the Registered Public Obligations Act, as well as under this 2 

section. 3 

(3) Manner of sale; expenses. – Subject to the consent of the Council of State, the 4 

State Treasurer shall determine the manner in which bonds or notes shall be 5 

offered for sale, whether at public or private sale, whether within or without 6 

the United States of America, and whether by publishing notices in certain 7 

newspapers and financial journals, mailing notices, inviting bids by 8 

correspondence, negotiating contracts of purchase, or otherwise, and the State 9 

Treasurer is authorized to sell bonds or notes at one time or from time to time 10 

at such rate or rates of interest, which may vary from time to time, and at such 11 

price or prices, including a price less than the face amount of the bonds or the 12 

notes, as the State Treasurer may determine. All expenses incurred in 13 

preparation, sale, and issuance of bonds or notes shall be paid by the State 14 

Treasurer from the proceeds of bonds or notes or other available monies. 15 

(4) Notes; repayment. – 16 

a. Subject to the consent of the Council of State, the State Treasurer is 17 

hereby authorized to borrow money and to execute and issue notes of 18 

the State for the same, but only in the following circumstances and 19 

under the following conditions: 20 

1. For anticipating the sale of bonds to the issuance of which the 21 

Council of State shall have given consent, if the State Treasurer 22 

shall deem it advisable to postpone the issuance of the bonds. 23 

2. For the payment of interest on or any installment of principal 24 

of any bonds then outstanding, if there shall not be sufficient 25 

funds in the State treasury with which to pay the interest or 26 

installment of principal as they respectively become due. 27 

3. For the renewal of any loan evidenced by notes herein 28 

authorized. 29 

4. For the purposes authorized in this section. 30 

5. For refunding bonds or notes as herein authorized. 31 

b. Funds derived from the sale of bonds or notes may be used in the 32 

payment of any bond anticipation notes issued under this section. 33 

Funds provided by the General Assembly for the payment of interest 34 

on or principal of bonds shall be used in paying the interest on or 35 

principal of any notes and any renewals thereof, the proceeds of which 36 

shall have been used in paying interest on or principal of the bonds. 37 

(5) Refunding bonds and notes. – By and with the consent of the Council of State, 38 

the State Treasurer is authorized to issue and sell refunding bonds and notes 39 

pursuant to the provisions of the State Refunding Bond Act for the purpose of 40 

refunding bonds or notes issued pursuant to this section. The refunding bonds 41 

and notes may be combined with any other issues of State bonds and notes 42 

similarly secured. 43 

(6) Tax exemption. – Bonds and notes shall be exempt from all State, county, and 44 

municipal taxation or assessment, direct or indirect, general or special, 45 

whether imposed for the purpose of general revenue or otherwise, excluding 46 

inheritance and gift taxes, income taxes on the gain from the transfer of bonds 47 

and notes, and franchise taxes. The interest on bonds and notes shall not be 48 

subject to taxation as to income. 49 

(7) Investment eligibility. – Bonds and notes are hereby made securities in which 50 

all public officers, agencies, and public bodies of the State and its political 51 
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subdivisions; all insurance companies, trust companies, investment 1 

companies, banks, savings banks, savings and loan associations, credit unions, 2 

pension or retirement funds, other financial institutions engaged in business 3 

in the State; executors, administrators, trustees, and other fiduciaries may 4 

properly and legally invest funds, including capital in their control or 5 

belonging to them. Bonds and notes are hereby made securities that may 6 

properly and legally be deposited with and received by any officer or agency 7 

of the State or political subdivision of the State for any purpose for which the 8 

deposit of bonds, notes, or obligations of the State or any political subdivision 9 

of the State is now or may hereafter be authorized by law. 10 

(8) Faith and credit. – The faith and credit and taxing power of the State are hereby 11 

pledged for the payment of the principal of and the interest on bonds and notes. 12 

In addition to the State's right to amend any provision of this section to the 13 

extent it does not impair any contractual right of a bond owner, the State 14 

expressly reserves the right to amend any provision of this section with respect 15 

to the making and repayment of loans, the disposition of any repayments of 16 

loans, and any intercept provisions relating to the failure of a local government 17 

unit to repay a loan, the bonds not being secured in any respect by loans, any 18 

repayments thereof, or any intercept provisions with respect thereto. 19 

SECTION 1.(i)  Variable Interest Rates. – In fixing the details of bonds and notes, 20 

the State Treasurer may provide that any of the bonds or notes may: 21 

(1) Be made payable from time to time on demand or tender for purchase by the 22 

owner thereof, provided a credit facility agreement supports the bonds or 23 

notes, unless the State Treasurer specifically determines that a credit facility 24 

agreement is not required, upon a finding and determination by the State 25 

Treasurer that the absence of a credit facility agreement will not materially or 26 

adversely affect the financial position of the State and the marketing of the 27 

bonds or notes at a reasonable interest cost to the State; 28 

(2) Be additionally supported by a credit facility agreement; 29 

(3) Be made subject to redemption or a mandatory tender for purchase prior to 30 

maturity; 31 

(4) Bear interest at a rate or rates that may vary for such period or periods of time, 32 

all as may be provided in the proceedings providing for the issuance of the 33 

bonds or notes, including, without limitation, such variations as may be 34 

permitted pursuant to a par formula; and 35 

(5) Be made the subject of a remarketing agreement whereby an attempt is made 36 

to remarket bonds or notes to new purchasers prior to their presentment for 37 

payment to the provider of the credit facility agreement or to the State. 38 

If the aggregate principal amount repayable by the State under a credit facility 39 

agreement is in excess of the aggregate principal amount of bonds or notes secured by the credit 40 

facility agreement, whether as a result of the inclusion in the credit facility agreement of a 41 

provision for the payment of interest for a limited period of time or the payment of a redemption 42 

premium or for any other reason, then the amount of authorized but unissued bonds or notes 43 

during the term of such credit facility agreement shall not be less than the amount of such excess, 44 

unless the payment of such excess is otherwise provided for by agreement of the State executed 45 

by the State Treasurer. 46 

SECTION 1.(j)  Interpretation of Section. – 47 

(1) Additional method. – The foregoing subsections of this section shall be 48 

deemed to provide an additional and alternative method for the doing of the 49 

things authorized thereby and shall be regarded as supplemental and 50 
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additional to powers conferred by other laws and shall not be regarded as in 1 

derogation of any powers now existing. 2 

(2) Statutory references. – References in this section to specific sections or 3 

Chapters of the General Statutes or to specific acts are intended to be 4 

references to these sections, Chapters, or acts as they may be amended from 5 

time to time by the General Assembly. 6 

(3) Broad construction. – The General Assembly specifically has chosen to 7 

combine what otherwise might be considered differing projects to be financed 8 

into one bond bill and bond question because the General Assembly finds that 9 

such differing projects, when taken together, constitute an interrelated, united, 10 

and single plan for the State's infrastructure as stated aforesaid. Accordingly, 11 

this section, being necessary for the health, welfare, and advancement of the 12 

people of the State, shall be broadly construed to affect the purposes thereof. 13 

(4) Inconsistent provisions. – Insofar as the provisions of this section are 14 

inconsistent with the provisions of any general laws, or parts thereof, the 15 

provisions of this section shall be controlling. 16 

(5) Severability. – If any provision of this section or the application thereof to any 17 

person or circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other 18 

provisions or applications of the section that can be given effect without the 19 

invalid provision or application, and to this end, the provisions of this section 20 

are declared to be severable. 21 

SECTION 1.(k)  Other Agreements. – The State Treasurer may authorize, execute, 22 

obtain, or otherwise provide for bond issuance, investment contracts, credit and liquidity 23 

facilities, interest rate swap agreements and other derivative products, and any other related 24 

instruments and matters the State Treasurer determines to be desirable in connection with the 25 

issuance of bonds and notes. 26 

SECTION 2.  Each entity, upon receiving the proceeds of education bonds and notes, 27 

including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to and for projects listed in Section 1 of this 28 

act, shall administer, supervise, and ensure that use of the proceeds comport with the purposes 29 

provided in this act. Each local school administrative unit, along with the corresponding board 30 

of county commissioners, shall jointly submit to the State Board of Education a plan for the 31 

expenditure of proceeds allocated to it under this act. After the State Board of Education 32 

determines that a local school administrative unit's planned expenditure of part or all of the 33 

proceeds allocated to it is within the purposes provided in this act, the State Board of Education 34 

shall make the proceeds to which the plans apply available to the local school administrative unit. 35 

Each local school administrative unit receiving the proceeds of education bonds and notes, 36 

including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to Section 1 of this act shall report by January 37 

1, 2022, and quarterly thereafter, to the State Board of Education on the projects funded from 38 

education general obligation bonds authorized by Section 1 of this act, and the State Board of 39 

Education shall combine the reports and submit them to the Joint Legislative Capital Oversight 40 

Committee, the House of Representatives Appropriations Committee, and the Senate Committee 41 

on Appropriations/Base Budget. Each report shall include the total project costs, the amount to 42 

be funded from the bonds, the expenditures to date from the bonds and other sources, and the 43 

percentage of each project completed. 44 

Each constituent institution of The University of North Carolina receiving the 45 

proceeds of education bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to 46 

subdivision (1a) of Section 1(e) of this act shall report by January 1, 2022, and quarterly 47 

thereafter, to the Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on Capital Improvements, the House of 48 

Representatives Appropriations Committee, and the Senate Committee on Appropriations/Base 49 

Budget on the projects funded from education general obligation bonds authorized by Section 1 50 

of this act. Each report shall include the total project costs, the amount to be funded from the 51 
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bonds, the expenditures to date from the bonds and other sources, and the percentage of each 1 

project completed. 2 

Community colleges receiving the proceeds of education bonds and notes, including 3 

premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to subdivision (1b) of Section 1(e) of this act shall 4 

report by January 1, 2022, and quarterly thereafter, to the North Carolina Community Colleges 5 

System Office on the projects funded from education general obligation bonds authorized by 6 

Section 1 of this act, and the System Office shall combine the reports and submit them to the 7 

Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on Capital Improvements, the House of Representatives 8 

Appropriations Committee, and the Senate Committee on Appropriations/Base Budget. Each 9 

report shall include the total project costs, the amount to be funded from the bonds, the 10 

expenditures to date from the bonds and other sources, and the percentage of each project 11 

completed. 12 

SECTION 3.(a)  Projects funded in whole or in part with the proceeds of education 13 

bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to this act, and that portion 14 

of funds estimated to be needed for escalation of costs shall remain with the Office of State 15 

Budget and Management and shall be disbursed only for the following purposes: 16 

(1) To address unforeseen contingencies related to the specific project for which 17 

the funds were made available. 18 

(2) To address inflation costs related to that specific project. 19 

SECTION 3.(b)  Any funds retained by the Office of State Budget and Management 20 

pursuant to subsection (a) of this section at the time a project is completed shall be retained by 21 

the Office of State Budget and Management. The Office of State Budget and Management shall 22 

report on any funds retained pursuant to this subsection within 90 days of a project's completion. 23 

SECTION 4.  Notwithstanding the period of time provided in G.S. 163A-1045(a) for 24 

which transfers are effective, transfers of voters from a given precinct, for the purpose of voting, 25 

to an adjacent precinct for the election held as required in Section 1(g) of this act shall be for that 26 

election only and shall not apply to any subsequent election. 27 

SECTION 5.  Any funds from the Education Bond expended for school technology 28 

for public schools shall be reported to the State Board of Education and shall be credited against 29 

the judgment in N.C. Sch. Bds. Ass'n. v. Moore, No. 98-CVS-14159 (N.C. Super. Ct.). 30 

SECTION 6.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 31

AN ACT TO ENACT THE EDUCATION BOND ACT OF 2019. 2 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 3 

SECTION 1.(a)  Short Title. – This section shall be known as the "Education Bond 4 

Act of 2019." 5 

SECTION 1.(b)  Purpose. – It is the intent of the General Assembly by this act to 6 

provide, subject to a vote of the qualified voters of the State, for the issuance of one billion nine 7 

hundred million dollars ($1,900,000,000) general obligation bonds of the State for the purpose 8 

of providing funds, with any other available funds, (i) for public school facilities through grants 9 

to counties for public school capital outlay projects and repairs and renovations, in the amount 10 

of one billion five hundred million dollars ($1,500,000,000), (ii) for community college facilities 11 

for community college capital outlay projects and repairs and renovations, in the amount of two 12 

hundred million dollars ($200,000,000), and (iii) for The University of North Carolina facilities 13 

for capital outlay projects for constituent institutions and repairs and renovations at such 14 

institutions, in the amount of two hundred million dollars ($200,000,000). 15 

SECTION 1.(c)  Definitions. – Unless the context otherwise requires, the following 16 

definitions apply in this section: 17 

(1) Bonds. – Bonds issued under this section. 18 

(1a) Capital outlay project for a constituent institution. – A project for the 19 

construction of one or more new buildings or the renovation of one or more 20 

existing buildings located at a constituent institution of The University of 21 

North Carolina, for the building of technology infrastructure, for the purchase 22 

of equipment for a building located at a constituent institution of The 23 

University of North Carolina where the building has never been used for 24 

education purposes or equipment related to the improvement of an existing 25 

constituent institution building that will be used at the building or become 26

for a community college building that has never been used for community 6 

college purposes or equipment related to the improvement of an existing 7 

community college building that will be used at the building or become 8 

affixed to the building during its use for education, for the purchase of land 9 

necessary for construction to commence within 24 months of one or more 10 

community college buildings, and for other related capital outlay projects to 11 

provide facilities for individual community college campuses that are used for 12 

instructional or related purposes. The term does not include projects for 13 

facilities for centralized administration, trailers, relocatable classrooms, or 14 

mobile classrooms. 15 

(2) Cost. – Without intending thereby to limit or restrict any proper definition of 16 

this term in financing the cost of public school capital outlay projects 17 

authorized by this section, any of the following: 18 

a. The cost of constructing, reconstructing, enlarging, acquiring, and 19 

improving projects and acquiring equipment and land therefor. 20 

b. The cost of engineering, architectural, and other consulting services as 21 

may be required. 22 

c. Administrative expenses and charges, including expenses related to 23 

determining compliance with applicable requirements of federal law 24 

and expenses relating to issuance. Nothing in this section shall permit 25 

use of bond funds to pay salaries or fees for bond administration; such 26 

salaries and fees shall come from funds appropriated by the General 27 

Assembly. 28 

d. Finance charges and interest prior to and during construction and, if 29 

deemed advisable by the State Treasurer, for a period not exceeding 30 

three years after the estimated date of completion of construction. 31 

e. The cost of bond insurance, investment contracts, credit enhancement 32 

and liquidity facilities, interest rate swap agreements or other 33 

derivative products, financial and legal consultants, and related costs 34 

of bond and note issuance, to the extent and as determined by the State 35 

Treasurer. 36 

f. The cost of reimbursing the State for any payments made for any cost 37 

described in this subdivision. 38 

g. Any other costs and expenses necessary or incidental to the purposes 39 

of this section. 40 

Allocations in this section of proceeds of bonds to the costs of a project or 41 

undertaking in each case may include allocations to pay the costs set forth in 42 

sub-subdivisions c. through g. of this subdivision in connection with the 43 

issuance of bonds for the project or undertaking. 44 

(3) Credit facility agreement. – An agreement entered into by the State Treasurer 45 

on behalf of the State with a bank, savings and loan association, or other 46 

banking institution; an insurance company, reinsurance company, surety 47 

company, or other insurance institution; a corporation, investment banking 48 

firm, or other investment institution; or any financial institution or other 49 

similar provider of a credit facility agreement, which provider may be located 50 

within or without the United States of America, such agreement providing for 51 
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prompt payment of all or any part of the principal or purchase price (whether 1 

at maturity, presentment or tender for purchase, redemption, or acceleration), 2 

redemption premium, if any, and interest on any bonds or notes payable on 3 

demand or tender by the owner, in consideration of the State agreeing to repay 4 

the provider of the credit facility agreement in accordance with the terms and 5 

provisions of such agreement. 6 

(4) Notes. – Notes issued under this section. 7 

(5) Par formula. – Any provision or formula adopted by the State to provide for 8 

the adjustment, from time to time, of the interest rate or rates borne by any 9 

bonds or notes, including the following: 10 

a. A provision providing for such adjustment so that the purchase price 11 

of such bonds or notes in the open market would be as close to par as 12 

possible; 13 

b. A provision providing for such adjustment based upon a percentage or 14 

percentages of a LIBOR rate, a prime rate, or base rate, which 15 

percentage or percentages may vary or be applied for different periods 16 

of time; or 17 

c. Such other provision as the State Treasurer may determine to be 18 

consistent with this section and will not materially and adversely affect 19 

the financial position of the State and the marketing of bonds or notes 20 

at a reasonable interest cost to the State. 21 

(6) Public school capital outlay project. – A project for the construction of one or 22 

more new public school buildings or the renovation of one or more existing 23 

public school buildings, for the building of technology infrastructure, for the 24 

purchase of measures to ensure building security, for the purchase of 25 

equipment for a public school building that has never been used for public 26 

education purposes or equipment related to the improvement of an existing 27 

public school building that will be used at the building or become affixed to 28 

the building during its use for public education, for the purchase of land 29 

necessary for construction to commence within 24 months of one or more 30 

school buildings, and for other related capital outlay projects to provide 31 

facilities for individual schools that are used for instructional or related 32 

purposes. The term does not include projects for facilities for centralized 33 

administration, trailers, relocatable classrooms, or mobile classrooms. 34 

(7) State. – The State of North Carolina. 35 

SECTION 1.(d)  Authorization of Bonds and Notes. – Subject to a favorable vote of 36 

a majority of the qualified voters of the State who vote on the question of issuing bonds for capital 37 

outlay projects for public schools and for capital outlay projects and repairs and renovations 38 

funds for community colleges and The University of North Carolina in the election called and 39 

held as provided in this section, the State Treasurer is hereby authorized, by and with the consent 40 

of the Council of State, to issue and sell, at one time or from time to time, general obligation 41 

bonds of the State to be designated "State of North Carolina Education Bonds," with any 42 

additional designations as may be determined to indicate the issuance of bonds from time to time, 43 

or notes of the State as provided in this section, in an aggregate principal amount not exceeding 44 

one billion nine hundred million dollars ($1,900,000,000) for the purpose of providing funds, 45 

with any other available funds, for the purposes authorized in this section. The principal amounts 46 

of bonds or notes issued in any 12-month period shall not exceed five hundred ninety-one million 47 

dollars ($591,000,000). In determining whether this limit has been reached, the issuance of a note 48 

or bond to pay an outstanding note is not considered an issuance. 49 

SECTION 1.(e)  Use of Education Bond and Note Proceeds. – 50 
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(1) Subject to the provisions of subdivision (2) of this subsection, one billion five 1 

hundred million dollars ($1,500,000,000) of the proceeds of education bonds 2 

and notes, including premium thereon, if any, shall be used for the purpose of 3 

making grants to counties for paying the cost of public school capital outlay 4 

projects and repairs and renovations in the following general amounts set forth 5 

in this subdivision. Any additional monies that may be received by means of 6 

a grant or grants from the United States of America or any agency or 7 

department thereof or from any other source to aid in financing the cost of 8 

public school capital outlay projects authorized by this act may be placed by 9 

the State Treasurer in the Education Bonds Fund or in a separate account or 10 

fund and shall be disbursed, to the extent permitted by the terms of the grant 11 

or grants, without regard to limitations imposed by this act. 12

(2) Special allocation provisions. – In determining the use of the proceeds of 18 

education bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, set forth in this 19 

act, the following special allocation provisions apply: 20 

a. With respect to proceeds allocated in subdivision (1) of this 21 

subsection: 22 

1. The proceeds shall be used for new construction or 23 

rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and renovations. 24 

Any items purchased with such proceeds and installed or 25 

replaced as part of a renovation or rehabilitation must have a 26 

useful life of at least 10 years or must extend the life of the 27 

facility by at least 10 years once renovated or rehabilitated.

constituent institutions operating a school serving any grade, 33 

kindergarten through 12, with a focus on such institutions; and 34 

(v) length of outstanding repairs and renovations requests, with 35 

a focus on longer outstanding requests.

1. The proceeds shall be used for upgrades to the enterprise 39 

resource planning information technology ("the ERP system"), 40 

new construction or rehabilitation of existing facilities, and 41 

repairs and renovations. 42 

2. Any items purchased with such proceeds for new construction 43 

or rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and 44 

renovations and installed or replaced as part of a renovation or 45 

rehabilitation must have a useful life of at least 10 years or 46 

must extend the life of the facility by at least 10 years once 47 

renovated or rehabilitated. In order to receive the proceeds 48 

under this sub-subdivision for projects for new construction, 49 

the community college receiving the proceeds shall provide 50 

local matching funds from county funds, other non-State funds, 51 
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or a combination of these sources for such proceeds. The 1 

amount of matching funds shall be (i) one dollar ($1.00) of 2 

local matching funds for every three dollars ($3.00) of such 3 

proceeds for a community college with a main campus located 4 

in a development tier one area, as defined in 5 

G.S. 143B-437.08, (ii) one dollar ($1.00) of local matching 6 

funds for every two dollars ($2.00) of such proceeds for a 7 

community college with a main campus located in a 8 

development tier two area, as defined in G.S. 143B-437.08, 9 

and (iii) one dollar ($1.00) of local matching funds for every 10 

one dollar ($1.00) of such proceeds for a community college 11 

with a main campus located in a development tier three area, 12 

as defined in G.S. 143B-437.08. Community colleges are not 13 

required to match bond proceeds allocated in this section for 14 

rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and renovations. 15 

The provisions of G.S. 115D-31, or any other provision of law 16 

permitting prior expenditures to be used for match purposes, 17 

do not apply for purposes of meeting the matching funds 18 

requirements of this act. 19 

3. In determining between projects for which bond proceeds are 20 

allocated, the Community Colleges System Office shall give 21 

first priority to the ERP system project and shall prioritize 22 

allocation of the remainder of funds among projects for new 23 

construction and repairs and renovations by ranking the 24 

projects for the various community colleges according to three 25 

components, as follows: (i) the county wealth rank of the 26 

county in which the main campus is located, which shall be 27 

single weighted, (ii) the community college's repairs and 28 

renovations needs, which shall be double weighted, and (iii) 29 

the community college's additional square footage needs, 30 

which shall be single weighted. 31 

SECTION 1.(f)  Allocation and Tracking of Proceeds. – 32 

(1) Education bonds. – The proceeds of education bonds and notes, including 33 

premium thereon, if any, except the proceeds of bonds, the issuance of which 34 

has been anticipated by bond anticipation notes or the proceeds of refunding 35 

bonds or notes, shall be placed by the State Treasurer in a special fund to be 36 

designated "Education Bonds Fund," which may include such appropriate 37 

special accounts therein as may be determined by the State Treasurer and shall 38 

be disbursed as provided in this section. Monies in the Education Bonds Fund 39 

shall be allocated and expended as provided in this section. 40 

Any additional monies that may be received by means of a grant or grants 41 

from the United States of America or any agency or department thereof or 42 

from any other source for deposit to the Education Bonds Fund may be placed 43 

in the Education Bonds Fund or in a separate account or fund and shall be 44 

disbursed, to the extent permitted by the terms of the grant or grants, without 45 

regard to any limitations imposed by this section. 46 

Monies in the Education Bonds Fund or any separate account established 47 

under this section may be invested from time to time by the State Treasurer in 48 

the same manner permitted for investment of monies belonging to the State or 49 

held in the State treasury, except with respect to grant money to the extent 50 

otherwise directed by the terms of the grant. Investment earnings, except 51 
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investment earnings with respect to grant monies to the extent otherwise 1 

directed or restricted by the terms of the grant, may be (i) credited to the 2 

Education Bonds Fund or (ii) used to satisfy compliance with applicable 3 

requirements of the federal tax law. 4 

The proceeds of education bonds and notes, including premium thereon, 5 

if any, may be used with any other monies made available by the General 6 

Assembly for funding the projects authorized by this section, including the 7 

proceeds of any other State bond issues, whether heretofore made available or 8 

that may be made available at the session of the General Assembly at which 9 

this section is ratified or any subsequent sessions. The proceeds of education 10 

bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, shall be expended and 11 

disbursed under the direction and supervision of the Director of the Budget. 12 

The funds provided by this section shall be disbursed for the purposes 13 

provided in this section upon warrants drawn on the State Treasurer by the 14 

State Controller, which warrants shall not be drawn until requisition has been 15 

approved by the Director of the Budget and which requisition shall be 16 

approved only after full compliance with the State Budget Act, Chapter 143C 17 

of the General Statutes. 18 

(2) Tracking of bond proceeds. – The State Treasurer or the State Treasurer's 19 

designee is hereby authorized and directed to set up a comprehensive system 20 

of tracking the proceeds of the education bonds and notes, including premium 21 

thereon, if any, to the extent necessary to enable the State Treasurer or the 22 

State Treasurer's designee to properly account for the use of such proceeds for 23 

compliance with applicable requirements of the federal tax law or otherwise. 24 

All recipients of such proceeds shall comply with any tracking system 25 

implemented by the State Treasurer or the State Treasurer's designee for this 26 

purpose. The State Treasurer may withhold proceeds if the recipient fails to 27 

comply with this subdivision. 28 

(3) Costs. – Allocations to the costs of a capital improvement or undertaking in 29 

each case may include allocations to pay the costs set forth in sub-subdivisions 30 

c. through g. of subdivision (2) of subsection (c) of this section in connection 31 

with the issuance of bonds for that capital improvement or undertaking. 32 

SECTION 1.(g)  Election. – The question of the issuance of the bonds authorized by 33 

this section shall be submitted to the qualified voters of the State at an election to be held in 34 

November of 2020. Any other primary, election, or referendum, validly called or scheduled by 35 

law at the time the election on the bond question provided for in this subsection is held, may be 36 

held as called or scheduled. Notice of the election shall be given in the manner and at the times 37 

required by G.S. 163A-769(8). The election and the registration of voters therefor shall be held 38 

under and in accordance with the general laws of the State. Absentee ballots shall be authorized 39 

in the election. 40 

The Bipartisan State Board of Elections and Ethics Enforcement (State Board) shall 41 

reimburse the counties of the State for all necessary expenses incurred in holding the election 42 

that are in addition to those that would have otherwise been incurred, the same to be paid out of 43 

the Contingency and Emergency Fund or other funds available to the State Board. 44 

Ballots, voting systems authorized by Subpart 2 of Part 3 of Article 20 of Chapter 45 

163A of the General Statutes, or both may be used in accordance with rules prescribed by the 46 

State Board. The bond question to be used in the ballots or voting systems shall be in substantially 47 

the following form: 48 

"[ ] FOR [ ] AGAINST 49 

The issuance of one billion nine hundred million dollars ($1,900,000,000) State of 50 

North Carolina Education Bonds constituting general obligation bonds of the State secured by a 51 
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pledge of the faith and credit and taxing power of the State for the purpose of providing funds, 1 

with any other available funds, (i) for public school facilities through grants to counties for public 2 

school capital outlay projects, in the amount of one billion five hundred million dollars 3 

($1,500,000,000), (ii) for community college facilities for community college capital outlay 4 

projects, repairs and renovations, in the amount of two hundred million dollars ($200,000,000), 5 

and (iii) for The University of North Carolina facilities for capital outlay projects for constituent 6 

institutions, and repairs and renovations at such institutions, in the amount of two hundred million 7 

dollars ($200,000,000)." 8 

If a majority of those voting on a bond question in the election vote in favor of the 9 

issuance of the bonds described in the question, those bonds may be issued as provided in this 10 

section. If a majority of those voting on a bond question in the election do not vote in favor of 11 

the issuance of the bonds described in the question, those bonds shall not be issued. 12 

The results of the election shall be canvassed and declared as provided by law for 13 

elections for State officers; the results of the election shall be certified by the State Board to the 14 

Secretary of State in the manner and at the time provided by the general election laws of the 15 

State. 16 

SECTION 1.(h)  Issuance of Bonds and Notes. – 17 

(1) Terms and conditions. – Bonds or notes may bear such date or dates, may be 18 

serial or term bonds or notes, or any combination thereof, may mature in such 19 

amounts and at such time or times, not exceeding 40 years from their date or 20 

dates, may be payable at such place or places, either within or without the 21 

United States of America, in such coin or currency of the United States of 22 

America as at the time of payment is legal tender for payment of public and 23 

private debts, may bear interest at such rate or rates, which may vary from 24 

time to time, and may be made redeemable before maturity, at the option of 25 

the State or otherwise as may be provided by the State, at such price or prices, 26 

including a price less than the face amount of the bonds or notes, and under 27 

such terms and conditions, all as may be determined by the State Treasurer by 28 

and with the consent of the Council of State. 29 

(2) Signatures; form and denomination; registration. – Bonds or notes may be 30 

issued as certificated or uncertificated obligations. If issued as certificated 31 

obligations, bonds or notes shall be signed on behalf of the State by the 32 

Governor or shall bear the Governor's facsimile signature, shall be signed by 33 

the State Treasurer or shall bear the State Treasurer's facsimile signature, and 34 

shall bear the Great Seal of the State of North Carolina or a facsimile thereof 35 

shall be impressed or imprinted thereon. If bonds or notes bear the facsimile 36 

signatures of the Governor and the State Treasurer, the bonds or notes shall 37 

also bear a manual signature, which may be that of a bond registrar, trustee, 38 

paying agent, or designated assistant of the State Treasurer. Should any officer 39 

whose signature or facsimile signature appears on bonds or notes cease to be 40 

such officer before the delivery of the bonds or notes, the signature or 41 

facsimile signature shall nevertheless have the same validity for all purposes 42 

as if the officer had remained in office until delivery, and bonds or notes may 43 

bear the facsimile signatures of persons who at the actual time of the execution 44 

of the bonds or notes shall be the proper officers to sign any bond or note, 45 

although at the date of the bond or note such persons may not have been such 46 

officers. The form and denomination of bonds or notes, including the 47 

provisions with respect to registration of the bonds or notes and any system 48 

for their registration, shall be as the State Treasurer may determine in 49 

conformity with this section; provided, however, that nothing in this section 50 

shall prohibit the State Treasurer from proceeding, with respect to the issuance 51 
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and form of the bonds or notes, under the provisions of Chapter 159E of the 1 

General Statutes, the Registered Public Obligations Act, as well as under this 2 

section. 3 

(3) Manner of sale; expenses. – Subject to the consent of the Council of State, the 4 

State Treasurer shall determine the manner in which bonds or notes shall be 5 

offered for sale, whether at public or private sale, whether within or without 6 

the United States of America, and whether by publishing notices in certain 7 

newspapers and financial journals, mailing notices, inviting bids by 8 

correspondence, negotiating contracts of purchase, or otherwise, and the State 9 

Treasurer is authorized to sell bonds or notes at one time or from time to time 10 

at such rate or rates of interest, which may vary from time to time, and at such 11 

price or prices, including a price less than the face amount of the bonds or the 12 

notes, as the State Treasurer may determine. All expenses incurred in 13 

preparation, sale, and issuance of bonds or notes shall be paid by the State 14 

Treasurer from the proceeds of bonds or notes or other available monies. 15 

(4) Notes; repayment. – 16 

a. Subject to the consent of the Council of State, the State Treasurer is 17 

hereby authorized to borrow money and to execute and issue notes of 18 

the State for the same, but only in the following circumstances and 19 

under the following conditions: 20 

1. For anticipating the sale of bonds to the issuance of which the 21 

Council of State shall have given consent, if the State Treasurer 22 

shall deem it advisable to postpone the issuance of the bonds. 23 

2. For the payment of interest on or any installment of principal 24 

of any bonds then outstanding, if there shall not be sufficient 25 

funds in the State treasury with which to pay the interest or 26 

installment of principal as they respectively become due. 27 

3. For the renewal of any loan evidenced by notes herein 28 

authorized. 29 

4. For the purposes authorized in this section. 30 

5. For refunding bonds or notes as herein authorized. 31 

b. Funds derived from the sale of bonds or notes may be used in the 32 

payment of any bond anticipation notes issued under this section. 33 

Funds provided by the General Assembly for the payment of interest 34 

on or principal of bonds shall be used in paying the interest on or 35 

principal of any notes and any renewals thereof, the proceeds of which 36 

shall have been used in paying interest on or principal of the bonds. 37 

(5) Refunding bonds and notes. – By and with the consent of the Council of State, 38 

the State Treasurer is authorized to issue and sell refunding bonds and notes 39 

pursuant to the provisions of the State Refunding Bond Act for the purpose of 40 

refunding bonds or notes issued pursuant to this section. The refunding bonds 41 

and notes may be combined with any other issues of State bonds and notes 42 

similarly secured. 43 

(6) Tax exemption. – Bonds and notes shall be exempt from all State, county, and 44 

municipal taxation or assessment, direct or indirect, general or special, 45 

whether imposed for the purpose of general revenue or otherwise, excluding 46 

inheritance and gift taxes, income taxes on the gain from the transfer of bonds 47 

and notes, and franchise taxes. The interest on bonds and notes shall not be 48 

subject to taxation as to income. 49 

(7) Investment eligibility. – Bonds and notes are hereby made securities in which 50 

all public officers, agencies, and public bodies of the State and its political 51 
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subdivisions; all insurance companies, trust companies, investment 1 

companies, banks, savings banks, savings and loan associations, credit unions, 2 

pension or retirement funds, other financial institutions engaged in business 3 

in the State; executors, administrators, trustees, and other fiduciaries may 4 

properly and legally invest funds, including capital in their control or 5 

belonging to them. Bonds and notes are hereby made securities that may 6 

properly and legally be deposited with and received by any officer or agency 7 

of the State or political subdivision of the State for any purpose for which the 8 

deposit of bonds, notes, or obligations of the State or any political subdivision 9 

of the State is now or may hereafter be authorized by law. 10 

(8) Faith and credit. – The faith and credit and taxing power of the State are hereby 11 

pledged for the payment of the principal of and the interest on bonds and notes. 12 

In addition to the State's right to amend any provision of this section to the 13 

extent it does not impair any contractual right of a bond owner, the State 14 

expressly reserves the right to amend any provision of this section with respect 15 

to the making and repayment of loans, the disposition of any repayments of 16 

loans, and any intercept provisions relating to the failure of a local government 17 

unit to repay a loan, the bonds not being secured in any respect by loans, any 18 

repayments thereof, or any intercept provisions with respect thereto. 19 

SECTION 1.(i)  Variable Interest Rates. – In fixing the details of bonds and notes, 20 

the State Treasurer may provide that any of the bonds or notes may: 21 

(1) Be made payable from time to time on demand or tender for purchase by the 22 

owner thereof, provided a credit facility agreement supports the bonds or 23 

notes, unless the State Treasurer specifically determines that a credit facility 24 

agreement is not required, upon a finding and determination by the State 25 

Treasurer that the absence of a credit facility agreement will not materially or 26 

adversely affect the financial position of the State and the marketing of the 27 

bonds or notes at a reasonable interest cost to the State; 28 

(2) Be additionally supported by a credit facility agreement; 29 

(3) Be made subject to redemption or a mandatory tender for purchase prior to 30 

maturity; 31 

(4) Bear interest at a rate or rates that may vary for such period or periods of time, 32 

all as may be provided in the proceedings providing for the issuance of the 33 

bonds or notes, including, without limitation, such variations as may be 34 

permitted pursuant to a par formula; and 35 

(5) Be made the subject of a remarketing agreement whereby an attempt is made 36 

to remarket bonds or notes to new purchasers prior to their presentment for 37 

payment to the provider of the credit facility agreement or to the State. 38 

If the aggregate principal amount repayable by the State under a credit facility 39 

agreement is in excess of the aggregate principal amount of bonds or notes secured by the credit 40 

facility agreement, whether as a result of the inclusion in the credit facility agreement of a 41 

provision for the payment of interest for a limited period of time or the payment of a redemption 42 

premium or for any other reason, then the amount of authorized but unissued bonds or notes 43 

during the term of such credit facility agreement shall not be less than the amount of such excess, 44 

unless the payment of such excess is otherwise provided for by agreement of the State executed 45 

by the State Treasurer. 46 

SECTION 1.(j)  Interpretation of Section. – 47 

(1) Additional method. – The foregoing subsections of this section shall be 48 

deemed to provide an additional and alternative method for the doing of the 49 

things authorized thereby and shall be regarded as supplemental and 50 
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additional to powers conferred by other laws and shall not be regarded as in 1 

derogation of any powers now existing. 2 

(2) Statutory references. – References in this section to specific sections or 3 

Chapters of the General Statutes or to specific acts are intended to be 4 

references to these sections, Chapters, or acts as they may be amended from 5 

time to time by the General Assembly. 6 

(3) Broad construction. – The General Assembly specifically has chosen to 7 

combine what otherwise might be considered differing projects to be financed 8 

into one bond bill and bond question because the General Assembly finds that 9 

such differing projects, when taken together, constitute an interrelated, united, 10 

and single plan for the State's infrastructure as stated aforesaid. Accordingly, 11 

this section, being necessary for the health, welfare, and advancement of the 12 

people of the State, shall be broadly construed to affect the purposes thereof. 13 

(4) Inconsistent provisions. – Insofar as the provisions of this section are 14 

inconsistent with the provisions of any general laws, or parts thereof, the 15 

provisions of this section shall be controlling. 16 

(5) Severability. – If any provision of this section or the application thereof to any 17 

person or circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other 18 

provisions or applications of the section that can be given effect without the 19 

invalid provision or application, and to this end, the provisions of this section 20 

are declared to be severable. 21 

SECTION 1.(k)  Other Agreements. – The State Treasurer may authorize, execute, 22 

obtain, or otherwise provide for bond issuance, investment contracts, credit and liquidity 23 

facilities, interest rate swap agreements and other derivative products, and any other related 24 

instruments and matters the State Treasurer determines to be desirable in connection with the 25 

issuance of bonds and notes. 26 

SECTION 2.  Each entity, upon receiving the proceeds of education bonds and notes, 27 

including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to and for projects listed in Section 1 of this 28 

act, shall administer, supervise, and ensure that use of the proceeds comport with the purposes 29 

provided in this act. Each local school administrative unit, along with the corresponding board 30 

of county commissioners, shall jointly submit to the State Board of Education a plan for the 31 

expenditure of proceeds allocated to it under this act. After the State Board of Education 32 

determines that a local school administrative unit's planned expenditure of part or all of the 33 

proceeds allocated to it is within the purposes provided in this act, the State Board of Education 34 

shall make the proceeds to which the plans apply available to the local school administrative unit. 35 

Each local school administrative unit receiving the proceeds of education bonds and notes, 36 

including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to Section 1 of this act shall report by January 37 

1, 2022, and quarterly thereafter, to the State Board of Education on the projects funded from 38 

education general obligation bonds authorized by Section 1 of this act, and the State Board of 39 

Education shall combine the reports and submit them to the Joint Legislative Capital Oversight 40 

Committee, the House of Representatives Appropriations Committee, and the Senate Committee 41 

on Appropriations/Base Budget. Each report shall include the total project costs, the amount to 42 

be funded from the bonds, the expenditures to date from the bonds and other sources, and the 43 

percentage of each project completed. 44 

Each constituent institution of The University of North Carolina receiving the 45 

proceeds of education bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to 46 

subdivision (1a) of Section 1(e) of this act shall report by January 1, 2022, and quarterly 47 

thereafter, to the Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on Capital Improvements, the House of 48 

Representatives Appropriations Committee, and the Senate Committee on Appropriations/Base 49 

Budget on the projects funded from education general obligation bonds authorized by Section 1 50 

of this act. Community colleges receiving the proceeds of education bonds and notes, including 51 
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premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to subdivision (1b) of Section 1(e) of this act shall 1 

report by January 1, 2022, and quarterly thereafter, to the North Carolina Community Colleges 2 

System Office on the projects funded from education general obligation bonds authorized by 3 

Section 1 of this act, and the System Office shall combine the reports and submit them to the 4 

Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on Capital Improvements, the House of Representatives 5 

Appropriations Committee, and the Senate Committee on Appropriations/Base Budget. Each 6 

report shall include the total project costs, the amount to be funded from the bonds, the 7 

expenditures to date from the bonds and other sources, and the percentage of each project 8 

completed. 9 

SECTION 3.(a)  Projects funded in whole or in part with the proceeds of education 10 

bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to this act, and that portion 11 

of funds estimated to be needed for escalation of costs shall remain with the Office of State 12 

Budget and Management and shall be disbursed only for the following purposes: 13 

(1) To address unforeseen contingencies related to the specific project for which 14 

the funds were made available. 15 

(2) To address inflation costs related to that specific project. 16 

SECTION 3.(b)  Any funds retained by the Office of State Budget and Management 17 

pursuant to subsection (a) of this section at the time a project is completed shall be retained by 18 

the Office of State Budget and Management. The Office of State Budget and Management shall 19 

report on any funds retained pursuant to this subsection within 90 days of a project's completion. 20 

SECTION 4.  Notwithstanding the period of time provided in G.S. 163A-1045(a) for 21 

which transfers are effective, transfers of voters from a given precinct, for the purpose of voting, 22 

to an adjacent precinct for the election held in November of 2020 shall be for that election only 23 

and shall not apply to any subsequent election. 24 

SECTION 5.  Any funds from the Education Bond expended for school technology 25 

for public schools shall be reported to the State Board of Education and shall be credited against 26 

the judgment in N.C. Sch. Bds. Ass'n. v. Moore, No. 98-CVS-14159 (N.C. Super. Ct.). 27 

SECTION 6.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 28 
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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 

AN ACT TO ENACT THE EDUCATION BOND ACT OF 2019. 2 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 3 

SECTION 1.(a)  Short Title. – This section shall be known as the "Education Bond 4 

Act of 2019." 5 

SECTION 1.(b)  Purpose. – It is the intent of the General Assembly by this act to 6 

provide, subject to a vote of the qualified voters of the State, for the issuance of one billion nine 7 

hundred million dollars ($1,900,000,000) general obligation bonds of the State for the purpose 8 

of providing funds, with any other available funds, (i) for public school facilities through grants 9 

to counties for public school capital outlay projects and repairs and renovations, in the amount 10 

of one billion five hundred million dollars ($1,500,000,000), (ii) for community college facilities 11 

for community college capital outlay projects and repairs and renovations, in the amount of two 12 

hundred million dollars ($200,000,000), and (iii) for The University of North Carolina facilities 13 

for capital outlay projects for constituent institutions and repairs and renovations at such 14 

institutions, in the amount of two hundred million dollars ($200,000,000). 15 

SECTION 1.(c)  Definitions. – Unless the context otherwise requires, the following 16 

definitions apply in this section: 17 

(1) Bonds. – Bonds issued under this section. 18 

(1a) Capital outlay project for a constituent institution. – A project for the 19 

construction of one or more new buildings or the renovation of one or more 20 

existing buildings located at a constituent institution of The University of 21 

North Carolina, for the building of technology infrastructure, for the purchase 22 

of equipment for a building located at a constituent institution of The 23 

University of North Carolina where the building has never been used for 24 

education purposes or equipment related to the improvement of an existing 25 

constituent institution building that will be used at the building or become 26 

affixed to the building during its use for education, for the purchase of land 27 

necessary for construction to commence within 24 months of one or more 28 

constituent institution buildings, and for other related capital outlay projects 29 

to provide facilities for individual constituent institutions that are used for 30 

instructional or related purposes. The term does not include projects for 31 

facilities for centralized administration, trailers, relocatable classrooms, or 32 

mobile classrooms. 33 

(1b) Community college capital outlay project. – A project for the construction of 34 

one or more new community college buildings located on a community 35 

college campus or the renovation of one or more existing community college 36 
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buildings, for the building of the enterprise resource planning information 1 

technology and other technology infrastructure, for the purchase of equipment 2 

for a community college building that has never been used for community 3 

college purposes or equipment related to the improvement of an existing 4 

community college building that will be used at the building or become 5 

affixed to the building during its use for education, for the purchase of land 6 

necessary for construction to commence within 24 months of one or more 7 

community college buildings, and for other related capital outlay projects to 8 

provide facilities for individual community college campuses that are used for 9 

instructional or related purposes. The term does not include projects for 10 

facilities for centralized administration, trailers, relocatable classrooms, or 11 

mobile classrooms. 12 

(2) Cost. – Without intending thereby to limit or restrict any proper definition of 13 

this term in financing the cost of public school capital outlay projects 14 

authorized by this section, any of the following: 15 

a. The cost of constructing, reconstructing, enlarging, acquiring, and 16 

improving projects and acquiring equipment and land therefor. 17 

b. The cost of engineering, architectural, and other consulting services as 18 

may be required. 19 

c. Administrative expenses and charges, including expenses related to 20 

determining compliance with applicable requirements of federal law 21 

and expenses relating to issuance. Nothing in this section shall permit 22 

use of bond funds to pay salaries or fees for bond administration; such 23 

salaries and fees shall come from funds appropriated by the General 24 

Assembly. 25 

d. Finance charges and interest prior to and during construction and, if 26 

deemed advisable by the State Treasurer, for a period not exceeding 27 

three years after the estimated date of completion of construction. 28 

e. The cost of bond insurance, investment contracts, credit enhancement 29 

and liquidity facilities, interest rate swap agreements or other 30 

derivative products, financial and legal consultants, and related costs 31 

of bond and note issuance, to the extent and as determined by the State 32 

Treasurer. 33 

f. The cost of reimbursing the State for any payments made for any cost 34 

described in this subdivision. 35 

g. Any other costs and expenses necessary or incidental to the purposes 36 

of this section. 37 

Allocations in this section of proceeds of bonds to the costs of a project or 38 

undertaking in each case may include allocations to pay the costs set forth in 39 

sub-subdivisions c. through g. of this subdivision in connection with the 40 

issuance of bonds for the project or undertaking. 41 

(3) Credit facility agreement. – An agreement entered into by the State Treasurer 42 

on behalf of the State with a bank, savings and loan association, or other 43 

banking institution; an insurance company, reinsurance company, surety 44 

company, or other insurance institution; a corporation, investment banking 45 

firm, or other investment institution; or any financial institution or other 46 

similar provider of a credit facility agreement, which provider may be located 47 

within or without the United States of America, such agreement providing for 48 

prompt payment of all or any part of the principal or purchase price (whether 49 

at maturity, presentment or tender for purchase, redemption, or acceleration), 50 

redemption premium, if any, and interest on any bonds or notes payable on 51 
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demand or tender by the owner, in consideration of the State agreeing to repay 1 

the provider of the credit facility agreement in accordance with the terms and 2 

provisions of such agreement. 3 

(4) Notes. – Notes issued under this section. 4 

(5) Par formula. – Any provision or formula adopted by the State to provide for 5 

the adjustment, from time to time, of the interest rate or rates borne by any 6 

bonds or notes, including the following: 7 

a. A provision providing for such adjustment so that the purchase price 8 

of such bonds or notes in the open market would be as close to par as 9 

possible; 10 

b. A provision providing for such adjustment based upon a percentage or 11 

percentages of a LIBOR rate, a prime rate, or base rate, which 12 

percentage or percentages may vary or be applied for different periods 13 

of time; or 14 

c. Such other provision as the State Treasurer may determine to be 15 

consistent with this section and will not materially and adversely affect 16 

the financial position of the State and the marketing of bonds or notes 17 

at a reasonable interest cost to the State. 18 

(6) Public school capital outlay project. – A project for the construction of one or 19 

more new public school buildings or the renovation of one or more existing 20 

public school buildings, for the building of technology infrastructure, for the 21 

purchase of measures to ensure building security, for the purchase of 22 

equipment for a public school building that has never been used for public 23 

education purposes or equipment related to the improvement of an existing 24 

public school building that will be used at the building or become affixed to 25 

the building during its use for public education, for the purchase of land 26 

necessary for construction to commence within 24 months of one or more 27 

school buildings, and for other related capital outlay projects to provide 28 

facilities for individual schools that are used for instructional or related 29 

purposes. The term does not include projects for facilities for centralized 30 

administration, trailers, relocatable classrooms, or mobile classrooms. 31 

(7) State. – The State of North Carolina. 32 

SECTION 1.(d)  Authorization of Bonds and Notes. – Subject to a favorable vote of 33 

a majority of the qualified voters of the State who vote on the question of issuing bonds for capital 34 

outlay projects for public schools and for capital outlay projects and repairs and renovations 35 

funds for community colleges and The University of North Carolina in the election called and 36 

held as provided in this section, the State Treasurer is hereby authorized, by and with the consent 37 

of the Council of State, to issue and sell, at one time or from time to time, general obligation 38 

bonds of the State to be designated "State of North Carolina Education Bonds," with any 39 

additional designations as may be determined to indicate the issuance of bonds from time to time, 40 

or notes of the State as provided in this section, in an aggregate principal amount not exceeding 41 

one billion nine hundred million dollars ($1,900,000,000) for the purpose of providing funds, 42 

with any other available funds, for the purposes authorized in this section. The principal amounts 43 

of bonds or notes issued in any 12-month period shall not exceed five hundred ninety-one million 44 

dollars ($591,000,000). In determining whether this limit has been reached, the issuance of a note 45 

or bond to pay an outstanding note is not considered an issuance. 46 

SECTION 1.(e)  Use of Education Bond and Note Proceeds. – 47 

(1) Subject to the provisions of subdivision (2) of this subsection, one billion five 48 

hundred million dollars ($1,500,000,000) of the proceeds of education bonds 49 

and notes, including premium thereon, if any, shall be used for the purpose of 50 

making grants to counties for paying the cost of public school capital outlay 51 
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projects and repairs and renovations in the following general amounts set forth 1 

in this subdivision. Any additional monies that may be received by means of 2 

a grant or grants from the United States of America or any agency or 3 

department thereof or from any other source to aid in financing the cost of 4 

public school capital outlay projects authorized by this act may be placed by 5 

the State Treasurer in the Education Bonds Fund or in a separate account or 6 

fund and shall be disbursed, to the extent permitted by the terms of the grant 7 

or grants, without regard to limitations imposed by this act. 8

(2) Special allocation provisions. – In determining the use of the proceeds of 14 

education bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, set forth in this 15 

act, the following special allocation provisions apply: 16 

a. With respect to proceeds allocated in subdivision (1) of this 17 

subsection: 18 

1. The proceeds shall be used for new construction or 19 

rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and renovations. 20 

Any items purchased with such proceeds and installed or 21 

replaced as part of a renovation or rehabilitation must have a 22 

useful life of at least 10 years or must extend the life of the 23 

facility by at least 10 years once renovated or rehabilitated. 24 

2. In the case of a local school administrative unit located entirely 25 

in one county, the unit's total distribution amount shall be 26 

allocated to that county.

rate as bond proceeds allocated to the county under 2 

sub-subdivision b. of this subdivision. 3 

4. In determining between projects for which bond proceeds are 4 

allocated, the State Board of Education shall give 5 

consideration to those projects that primarily involve 6 

materially improving the energy efficiency of the school 7 

facility. 8 

b. With respect to proceeds allocated in subdivision (1a) of this 9 

subsection: 10 

1. The proceeds shall be used for new construction or 11 

rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and renovations. 12 

Any items purchased with such proceeds and installed or 13 

replaced as part of a renovation or rehabilitation must have a 14 

useful life of at least 10 years or must extend the life of the 15 

facility by at least 10 years once renovated or rehabilitated. In 16 

order to receive the proceeds under this sub-subdivision for 17 

projects for new construction, the constituent institution 18 

receiving the proceeds shall provide matching funds from other 19 

non-State funds. Constituent institutions are not required to 20 

match bond proceeds allocated in this section for rehabilitation 21 

of existing facilities and repairs and renovations. 22 

2. In determining the allocation of proceeds, the Board of 23 

Governors shall consider the following factors: (i) size of the 24 

entity, with a focus on smaller campuses; (ii) population 25 

historically served, with a focus on historically 26 

minority-serving institutions; (iii) development tier area 27 

designations, with a focus on lower development tier areas; (iv) 28 

constituent institutions operating a school serving any grade, 29 

kindergarten through 12, with a focus on such institutions; and 30 

(v) length of outstanding repairs and renovations requests, with 31 

a focus on longer outstanding requests. 32 

c. With respect to proceeds allocated in subdivision (1b) of this 33 

subsection: 34 

1. The proceeds shall be used for upgrades to the enterprise 35 

resource planning information technology ("the ERP system"), 36 

new construction or rehabilitation of existing facilities, and 37 

repairs and renovations. 38 

2. Any items purchased with such proceeds for new construction 39 

or rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and 40 

renovations and installed or replaced as part of a renovation or 41 

rehabilitation must have a useful life of at least 10 years or 42 

must extend the life of the facility by at least 10 years once 43 

renovated or rehabilitated. In order to receive the proceeds 44 

under this sub-subdivision for projects for new construction, 45 

the community college receiving the proceeds shall provide 46 

local matching funds from county funds, other non-State funds, 47 

or a combination of these sources for such proceeds. The 48 

amount of matching funds shall be (i) one dollar ($1.00) of 49 

local matching funds for every three dollars ($3.00) of such 50 

proceeds for a community college with a main campus located 51 
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in a development tier one area, as defined in 1 

G.S. 143B-437.08, (ii) one dollar ($1.00) of local matching 2 

funds for every two dollars ($2.00) of such proceeds for a 3 

community college with a main campus located in a 4 

development tier two area, as defined in G.S. 143B-437.08, 5 

and (iii) one dollar ($1.00) of local matching funds for every 6 

one dollar ($1.00) of such proceeds for a community college 7 

with a main campus located in a development tier three area, 8 

as defined in G.S. 143B-437.08. Community colleges are not 9 

required to match bond proceeds allocated in this section for 10 

rehabilitation of existing facilities and repairs and renovations. 11 

The provisions of G.S. 115D-31, or any other provision of law 12 

permitting prior expenditures to be used for match purposes, 13 

do not apply for purposes of meeting the matching funds 14 

requirements of this act. 15 

3. In determining between projects for which bond proceeds are 16 

allocated, the Community Colleges System Office shall give 17 

first priority to the ERP system project and shall prioritize 18 

allocation of the remainder of funds among projects for new 19 

construction and repairs and renovations by ranking the 20 

projects for the various community colleges according to three 21 

components, as follows: (i) the county wealth rank of the 22 

county in which the main campus is located, which shall be 23 

single weighted, (ii) the community college's repairs and 24 

renovations needs, which shall be double weighted, and (iii) 25 

the community college's additional square footage needs, 26 

which shall be single weighted. 27 

SECTION 1.(f)  Allocation and Tracking of Proceeds. – 28 

(1) Education bonds. – The proceeds of education bonds and notes, including 29 

premium thereon, if any, except the proceeds of bonds, the issuance of which 30 

has been anticipated by bond anticipation notes or the proceeds of refunding 31 

bonds or notes, shall be placed by the State Treasurer in a special fund to be 32 

designated "Education Bonds Fund," which may include such appropriate 33 

special accounts therein as may be determined by the State Treasurer and shall 34 

be disbursed as provided in this section. Monies in the Education Bonds Fund 35 

shall be allocated and expended as provided in this section. 36 

Any additional monies that may be received by means of a grant or grants 37 

from the United States of America or any agency or department thereof or 38 

from any other source for deposit to the Education Bonds Fund may be placed 39 

in the Education Bonds Fund or in a separate account or fund and shall be 40 

disbursed, to the extent permitted by the terms of the grant or grants, without 41 

regard to any limitations imposed by this section. 42 

Monies in the Education Bonds Fund or any separate account established 43 

under this section may be invested from time to time by the State Treasurer in 44 

the same manner permitted for investment of monies belonging to the State or 45 

held in the State treasury, except with respect to grant money to the extent 46 

otherwise directed by the terms of the grant. Investment earnings, except 47 

investment earnings with respect to grant monies to the extent otherwise 48 

directed or restricted by the terms of the grant, may be (i) credited to the 49 

Education Bonds Fund or (ii) used to satisfy compliance with applicable 50 

requirements of the federal tax law. 51 
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The proceeds of education bonds and notes, including premium thereon, 1 

if any, may be used with any other monies made available by the General 2 

Assembly for funding the projects authorized by this section, including the 3 

proceeds of any other State bond issues, whether heretofore made available or 4 

that may be made available at the session of the General Assembly at which 5 

this section is ratified or any subsequent sessions. The proceeds of education 6 

bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, shall be expended and 7 

disbursed under the direction and supervision of the Director of the Budget. 8 

The funds provided by this section shall be disbursed for the purposes 9 

provided in this section upon warrants drawn on the State Treasurer by the 10 

State Controller, which warrants shall not be drawn until requisition has been 11 

approved by the Director of the Budget and which requisition shall be 12 

approved only after full compliance with the State Budget Act, Chapter 143C 13 

of the General Statutes. 14 

(2) Tracking of bond proceeds. – The State Treasurer or the State Treasurer's 15 

designee is hereby authorized and directed to set up a comprehensive system 16 

of tracking the proceeds of the education bonds and notes, including premium 17 

thereon, if any, to the extent necessary to enable the State Treasurer or the 18 

State Treasurer's designee to properly account for the use of such proceeds for 19 

compliance with applicable requirements of the federal tax law or otherwise. 20 

All recipients of such proceeds shall comply with any tracking system 21 

implemented by the State Treasurer or the State Treasurer's designee for this 22 

purpose. The State Treasurer may withhold proceeds if the recipient fails to 23 

comply with this subdivision. 24 

(3) Costs. – Allocations to the costs of a capital improvement or undertaking in 25 

each case may include allocations to pay the costs set forth in sub-subdivisions 26 

c. through g. of subdivision (2) of subsection (c) of this section in connection 27 

with the issuance of bonds for that capital improvement or undertaking. 28 

SECTION 1.(g)  Election. – The question of the issuance of the bonds authorized by 29 

this section shall be submitted to the qualified voters of the State at an election to be held in 30 

November of 2020. Any other primary, election, or referendum, validly called or scheduled by 31 

law at the time the election on the bond question provided for in this subsection is held, may be 32 

held as called or scheduled. Notice of the election shall be given in the manner and at the times 33 

required by G.S. 163A-769(8). The election and the registration of voters therefor shall be held 34 

under and in accordance with the general laws of the State. Absentee ballots shall be authorized 35 

in the election. 36 

The Bipartisan State Board of Elections and Ethics Enforcement (State Board) shall 37 

reimburse the counties of the State for all necessary expenses incurred in holding the election 38 

that are in addition to those that would have otherwise been incurred, the same to be paid out of 39 

the Contingency and Emergency Fund or other funds available to the State Board. 40 

Ballots, voting systems authorized by Subpart 2 of Part 3 of Article 20 of Chapter 41 

163A of the General Statutes, or both may be used in accordance with rules prescribed by the 42 

State Board. The bond question to be used in the ballots or voting systems shall be in substantially 43 

the following form: 44 

"[ ] FOR [ ] AGAINST 45 

The issuance of one billion nine hundred million dollars ($1,900,000,000) State of 46 

North Carolina Education Bonds constituting general obligation bonds of the State secured by a 47 

pledge of the faith and credit and taxing power of the State for the purpose of providing funds, 48 

with any other available funds, (i) for public school facilities through grants to counties for public 49 

school capital outlay projects, in the amount of one billion five hundred million dollars 50 

($1,500,000,000), (ii) for community college facilities for community college capital outlay 51 
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projects, repairs and renovations, in the amount of two hundred million dollars ($200,000,000), 1 

and (iii) for The University of North Carolina facilities for capital outlay projects for constituent 2 

institutions, and repairs and renovations at such institutions, in the amount of two hundred million 3 

dollars ($200,000,000)." 4 

If a majority of those voting on a bond question in the election vote in favor of the 5 

issuance of the bonds described in the question, those bonds may be issued as provided in this 6 

section. If a majority of those voting on a bond question in the election do not vote in favor of 7 

the issuance of the bonds described in the question, those bonds shall not be issued. 8 

The results of the election shall be canvassed and declared as provided by law for 9 

elections for State officers; the results of the election shall be certified by the State Board to the 10 

Secretary of State in the manner and at the time provided by the general election laws of the 11 

State. 12 

SECTION 1.(h)  Issuance of Bonds and Notes. – 13 

(1) Terms and conditions. – Bonds or notes may bear such date or dates, may be 14 

serial or term bonds or notes, or any combination thereof, may mature in such 15 

amounts and at such time or times, not exceeding 40 years from their date or 16 

dates, may be payable at such place or places, either within or without the 17 

United States of America, in such coin or currency of the United States of 18 

America as at the time of payment is legal tender for payment of public and 19 

private debts, may bear interest at such rate or rates, which may vary from 20 

time to time, and may be made redeemable before maturity, at the option of 21 

the State or otherwise as may be provided by the State, at such price or prices, 22 

including a price less than the face amount of the bonds or notes, and under 23 

such terms and conditions, all as may be determined by the State Treasurer by 24 

and with the consent of the Council of State. 25 

(2) Signatures; form and denomination; registration. – Bonds or notes may be 26 

issued as certificated or uncertificated obligations. If issued as certificated 27 

obligations, bonds or notes shall be signed on behalf of the State by the 28 

Governor or shall bear the Governor's facsimile signature, shall be signed by 29 

the State Treasurer or shall bear the State Treasurer's facsimile signature, and 30 

shall bear the Great Seal of the State of North Carolina or a facsimile thereof 31 

shall be impressed or imprinted thereon. If bonds or notes bear the facsimile 32 

signatures of the Governor and the State Treasurer, the bonds or notes shall 33 

also bear a manual signature, which may be that of a bond registrar, trustee, 34 

paying agent, or designated assistant of the State Treasurer. Should any officer 35 

whose signature or facsimile signature appears on bonds or notes cease to be 36 

such officer before the delivery of the bonds or notes, the signature or 37 

facsimile signature shall nevertheless have the same validity for all purposes 38 

as if the officer had remained in office until delivery, and bonds or notes may 39 

bear the facsimile signatures of persons who at the actual time of the execution 40 

of the bonds or notes shall be the proper officers to sign any bond or note, 41 

although at the date of the bond or note such persons may not have been such 42 

officers. The form and denomination of bonds or notes, including the 43 

provisions with respect to registration of the bonds or notes and any system 44 

for their registration, shall be as the State Treasurer may determine in 45 

conformity with this section; provided, however, that nothing in this section 46 

shall prohibit the State Treasurer from proceeding, with respect to the issuance 47 

and form of the bonds or notes, under the provisions of Chapter 159E of the 48 

General Statutes, the Registered Public Obligations Act, as well as under this 49 

section. 50 
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(3) Manner of sale; expenses. – Subject to the consent of the Council of State, the 1 

State Treasurer shall determine the manner in which bonds or notes shall be 2 

offered for sale, whether at public or private sale, whether within or without 3 

the United States of America, and whether by publishing notices in certain 4 

newspapers and financial journals, mailing notices, inviting bids by 5 

correspondence, negotiating contracts of purchase, or otherwise, and the State 6 

Treasurer is authorized to sell bonds or notes at one time or from time to time 7 

at such rate or rates of interest, which may vary from time to time, and at such 8 

price or prices, including a price less than the face amount of the bonds or the 9 

notes, as the State Treasurer may determine. All expenses incurred in 10 

preparation, sale, and issuance of bonds or notes shall be paid by the State 11 

Treasurer from the proceeds of bonds or notes or other available monies. 12 

(4) Notes; repayment. – 13 

a. Subject to the consent of the Council of State, the State Treasurer is 14 

hereby authorized to borrow money and to execute and issue notes of 15 

the State for the same, but only in the following circumstances and 16 

under the following conditions: 17 

1. For anticipating the sale of bonds to the issuance of which the 18 

Council of State shall have given consent, if the State Treasurer 19 

shall deem it advisable to postpone the issuance of the bonds. 20 

2. For the payment of interest on or any installment of principal 21 

of any bonds then outstanding, if there shall not be sufficient 22 

funds in the State treasury with which to pay the interest or 23 

installment of principal as they respectively become due. 24 

3. For the renewal of any loan evidenced by notes herein 25 

authorized. 26 

4. For the purposes authorized in this section. 27 

5. For refunding bonds or notes as herein authorized. 28 

b. Funds derived from the sale of bonds or notes may be used in the 29 

payment of any bond anticipation notes issued under this section. 30 

Funds provided by the General Assembly for the payment of interest 31 

on or principal of bonds shall be used in paying the interest on or 32 

principal of any notes and any renewals thereof, the proceeds of which 33 

shall have been used in paying interest on or principal of the bonds. 34 

(5) Refunding bonds and notes. – By and with the consent of the Council of State, 35 

the State Treasurer is authorized to issue and sell refunding bonds and notes 36 

pursuant to the provisions of the State Refunding Bond Act for the purpose of 37 

refunding bonds or notes issued pursuant to this section. The refunding bonds 38 

and notes may be combined with any other issues of State bonds and notes 39 

similarly secured. 40 

(6) Tax exemption. – Bonds and notes shall be exempt from all State, county, and 41 

municipal taxation or assessment, direct or indirect, general or special, 42 

whether imposed for the purpose of general revenue or otherwise, excluding 43 

inheritance and gift taxes, income taxes on the gain from the transfer of bonds 44 

and notes, and franchise taxes. The interest on bonds and notes shall not be 45 

subject to taxation as to income. 46 

(7) Investment eligibility. – Bonds and notes are hereby made securities in which 47 

all public officers, agencies, and public bodies of the State and its political 48 

subdivisions; all insurance companies, trust companies, investment 49 

companies, banks, savings banks, savings and loan associations, credit unions, 50 

pension or retirement funds, other financial institutions engaged in business 51 
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in the State; executors, administrators, trustees, and other fiduciaries may 1 

properly and legally invest funds, including capital in their control or 2 

belonging to them. Bonds and notes are hereby made securities that may 3 

properly and legally be deposited with and received by any officer or agency 4 

of the State or political subdivision of the State for any purpose for which the 5 

deposit of bonds, notes, or obligations of the State or any political subdivision 6 

of the State is now or may hereafter be authorized by law. 7 

(8) Faith and credit. – The faith and credit and taxing power of the State are hereby 8 

pledged for the payment of the principal of and the interest on bonds and notes. 9 

In addition to the State's right to amend any provision of this section to the 10 

extent it does not impair any contractual right of a bond owner, the State 11 

expressly reserves the right to amend any provision of this section with respect 12 

to the making and repayment of loans, the disposition of any repayments of 13 

loans, and any intercept provisions relating to the failure of a local government 14 

unit to repay a loan, the bonds not being secured in any respect by loans, any 15 

repayments thereof, or any intercept provisions with respect thereto. 16 

SECTION 1.(i)  Variable Interest Rates. – In fixing the details of bonds and notes, 17 

the State Treasurer may provide that any of the bonds or notes may: 18 

(1) Be made payable from time to time on demand or tender for purchase by the 19 

owner thereof, provided a credit facility agreement supports the bonds or 20 

notes, unless the State Treasurer specifically determines that a credit facility 21 

agreement is not required, upon a finding and determination by the State 22 

Treasurer that the absence of a credit facility agreement will not materially or 23 

adversely affect the financial position of the State and the marketing of the 24 

bonds or notes at a reasonable interest cost to the State; 25 

(2) Be additionally supported by a credit facility agreement; 26 

(3) Be made subject to redemption or a mandatory tender for purchase prior to 27 

maturity; 28 

(4) Bear interest at a rate or rates that may vary for such period or periods of time, 29 

all as may be provided in the proceedings providing for the issuance of the 30 

bonds or notes, including, without limitation, such variations as may be 31 

permitted pursuant to a par formula; and 32 

(5) Be made the subject of a remarketing agreement whereby an attempt is made 33 

to remarket bonds or notes to new purchasers prior to their presentment for 34 

payment to the provider of the credit facility agreement or to the State. 35 

If the aggregate principal amount repayable by the State under a credit facility 36 

agreement is in excess of the aggregate principal amount of bonds or notes secured by the credit 37 

facility agreement, whether as a result of the inclusion in the credit facility agreement of a 38 

provision for the payment of interest for a limited period of time or the payment of a redemption 39 

premium or for any other reason, then the amount of authorized but unissued bonds or notes 40 

during the term of such credit facility agreement shall not be less than the amount of such excess, 41 

unless the payment of such excess is otherwise provided for by agreement of the State executed 42 

by the State Treasurer. 43 

SECTION 1.(j)  Interpretation of Section. – 44 

(1) Additional method. – The foregoing subsections of this section shall be 45 

deemed to provide an additional and alternative method for the doing of the 46 

things authorized thereby and shall be regarded as supplemental and 47 

additional to powers conferred by other laws and shall not be regarded as in 48 

derogation of any powers now existing. 49 

(2) Statutory references. – References in this section to specific sections or 50 

Chapters of the General Statutes or to specific acts are intended to be 51 
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references to these sections, Chapters, or acts as they may be amended from 1 

time to time by the General Assembly. 2 

(3) Broad construction. – The General Assembly specifically has chosen to 3 

combine what otherwise might be considered differing projects to be financed 4 

into one bond bill and bond question because the General Assembly finds that 5 

such differing projects, when taken together, constitute an interrelated, united, 6 

and single plan for the State's infrastructure as stated aforesaid. Accordingly, 7 

this section, being necessary for the health, welfare, and advancement of the 8 

people of the State, shall be broadly construed to affect the purposes thereof. 9 

(4) Inconsistent provisions. – Insofar as the provisions of this section are 10 

inconsistent with the provisions of any general laws, or parts thereof, the 11 

provisions of this section shall be controlling. 12 

(5) Severability. – If any provision of this section or the application thereof to any 13 

person or circumstance is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other 14 

provisions or applications of the section that can be given effect without the 15 

invalid provision or application, and to this end, the provisions of this section 16 

are declared to be severable. 17 

SECTION 1.(k)  Other Agreements. – The State Treasurer may authorize, execute, 18 

obtain, or otherwise provide for bond issuance, investment contracts, credit and liquidity 19 

facilities, interest rate swap agreements and other derivative products, and any other related 20 

instruments and matters the State Treasurer determines to be desirable in connection with the 21 

issuance of bonds and notes. 22 

SECTION 2.  Each entity, upon receiving the proceeds of education bonds and notes, 23 

including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to and for projects listed in Section 1 of this 24 

act, shall administer, supervise, and ensure that use of the proceeds comport with the purposes 25 

provided in this act. Each local school administrative unit, along with the corresponding board 26 

of county commissioners, shall jointly submit to the State Board of Education a plan for the 27 

expenditure of proceeds allocated to it under this act. After the State Board of Education 28 

determines that a local school administrative unit's planned expenditure of part or all of the 29 

proceeds allocated to it is within the purposes provided in this act, the State Board of Education 30 

shall make the proceeds to which the plans apply available to the local school administrative unit. 31 

Each local school administrative unit receiving the proceeds of education bonds and notes, 32 

including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to Section 1 of this act shall report by January 33 

1, 2022, and quarterly thereafter, to the State Board of Education on the projects funded from 34 

education general obligation bonds authorized by Section 1 of this act, and the State Board of 35 

Education shall combine the reports and submit them to the Joint Legislative Capital Oversight 36 

Committee, the House of Representatives Appropriations Committee, and the Senate Committee 37 

on Appropriations/Base Budget. Each report shall include the total project costs, the amount to 38 

be funded from the bonds, the expenditures to date from the bonds and other sources, and the 39 

percentage of each project completed. 40 

Each constituent institution of The University of North Carolina receiving the 41 

proceeds of education bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to 42 

subdivision (1a) of Section 1(e) of this act shall report by January 1, 2022, and quarterly 43 

thereafter, to the Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on Capital Improvements, the House of 44 

Representatives Appropriations Committee, and the Senate Committee on Appropriations/Base 45 

Budget on the projects funded from education general obligation bonds authorized by Section 1 46 

of this act. Community colleges receiving the proceeds of education bonds and notes, including 47 

premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to subdivision (1b) of Section 1(e) of this act shall 48 

report by January 1, 2022, and quarterly thereafter, to the North Carolina Community Colleges 49 

System Office on the projects funded from education general obligation bonds authorized by 50 

Section 1 of this act, and the System Office shall combine the reports and submit them to the 51 
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Joint Legislative Oversight Committee on Capital Improvements, the House of Representatives 1 

Appropriations Committee, and the Senate Committee on Appropriations/Base Budget. Each 2 

report shall include the total project costs, the amount to be funded from the bonds, the 3 

expenditures to date from the bonds and other sources, and the percentage of each project 4 

completed. 5 

SECTION 3.(a)  Projects funded in whole or in part with the proceeds of education 6 

bonds and notes, including premium thereon, if any, issued pursuant to this act, and that portion 7 

of funds estimated to be needed for escalation of costs shall remain with the Office of State 8 

Budget and Management and shall be disbursed only for the following purposes: 9 

(1) To address unforeseen contingencies related to the specific project for which 10 

the funds were made available. 11 

(2) To address inflation costs related to that specific project. 12 

SECTION 3.(b)  Any funds retained by the Office of State Budget and Management 13 

pursuant to subsection (a) of this section at the time a project is completed shall be retained by 14 

the Office of State Budget and Management. The Office of State Budget and Management shall 15 

report on any funds retained pursuant to this subsection within 90 days of a project's completion. 16 

SECTION 4.  Notwithstanding the period of time provided in G.S. 163A-1045(a) for 17 

which transfers are effective, transfers of voters from a given precinct, for the purpose of voting, 18 

to an adjacent precinct for the election held in November of 2020 shall be for that election only 19 

and shall not apply to any subsequent election. 20 

SECTION 5.  Any funds from the Education Bond expended for school technology 21 

for public schools shall be reported to the State Board of Education and shall be credited against 22 

the judgment in N.C. Sch. Bds. Ass'n. v. Moore, No. 98-CVS-14159 (N.C. Super. Ct.). 23 

SECTION 6.  This act is effective when it becomes law. 24

A BILL TO BE ENTITLED 1 

AN ACT TO ALLOW STATE AND LOCAL EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS ACCESS TO 2 

FUNDING FROM THE STATE CAPITAL AND INFRASTRUCTURE FUND TO 3 

ADDRESS CRITICAL CAPITAL FUNDING NEEDS. 4 

The General Assembly of North Carolina enacts: 5 

SECTION 1.  The General Assembly is committed to supporting public education. 6 

Recognizing the current critical need for capital funding, it is the intent of the General Assembly 7 

to expand access to the State Capital and Infrastructure Fund and provide supplemental funding 8 

for local school administrative units and community colleges to address capital needs, including 9 

repair and renovation projects and school safety enhancements. 10 

SECTION 2.(a)  G.S. 143C-4-3.1 reads as rewritten: 11 

"§ 143C-4-3.1.  State Capital and Infrastructure Fund. 12 

(a) Legislative Intent. – The General Assembly recognizes the need to establish and 13 

maintain a sufficient funding source to address the ongoing capital and infrastructure needs of 14 

the State. The General Assembly further recognizes the need to protect the State's substantial 15 

improvements in existing public facilities while providing a stable funding source to pay for new 16 

facilities to meet the needs of a growing population.

(a) Legislative Intent. – The General Assembly recognizes the need to establish and 13 

maintain a sufficient funding source to address the ongoing capital and infrastructure needs of 14 

the State.

and any applicable rules adopted by the State Board of Education." 33

SECTION 1.1.  G.S. 115C-218.100(b) reads as rewritten: 8 

"(b) Distribution of Assets. – Upon dissolution of a charter school, all net assets of the 9 

charter school purchased with public funds shall be deemed the property of the local school 10 

administrative unit in which the charter school is located.located, except capital-sourced assets. 11 

For purposes of this subsection, capital-sourced assets include (i) capital funds provided to a 12 

charter school by one or more counties pursuant to G.S. 115C-218.105(b1) and (ii) net assets 13 

purchased or improved with such funds, up to the total amount of the funds provided. 14 

Capital-sourced assets shall be deemed the property of the counties or counties providing the 15 

funding and, if applicable, divided between the counties in proportion to the funds provided." 16 

SECTION 1.2.  G.S. 115C-218.105 is amended by adding the following new 17 

subsections to read: 18 

"(b1) Counties may provide funds to charter schools by direct appropriation as set forth in 19 

G.S. 153A-458. These funds shall be used only for the following purposes: 20 

(1) The acquisition of real property for school purposes, including, but not limited 21 

to, school sites, playgrounds, and athletic fields.

"SECTION 5.3.(d)  It is the intent of the General Assembly to increase the amount of North 26 

Carolina Education Lottery net lottery revenue collected that is dedicated to assist local 27 

governments in meeting local school capital needs from sixteen and nine-tenths percent (16.9%) 28 

of net lottery revenue collected in the 2016-2017 fiscal year to forty percent (40%) of net lottery 29 

revenue collected no later than the 2028-2029 fiscal year. To that end, there is created the 30 

Needs-Based Public School Capital Fund as an interest-bearing, nonreverting special fund in the 31

PART IV. CLARIFY CHARTER SCHOOL RENEWAL STANDARDS 34

(a) The State Board of Education shall review the operations of each charter school at 37 

least once prior to the expiration of its charter to ensure that the school is meeting the expected 38 

academic, financial, and governance standards. 39 

(b) The State Board of Education shall renew a charter upon the request of the chartering 40 

entity for subsequent periods of 10 years, unless one of the following applies: 41 

(1) The charter school has not provided financially sound audits for the 42 

immediately preceding three years. 43 

(2) The charter school's student academic outcomes for the immediately 44 

preceding three years have not been comparable to the academic outcomes of 45 

students in the local school administrative unit in which the charter school is 46 

located.The percent of students who scored at or above proficient for all 47 

end-of-grade and end-of-course tests taken in the previous school year, as 48 

required by G.S. 115C-174.11(c)(1), is at least five percentage points lower in 49 

the charter school than in the local school administrative unit where the charter 50 

school is located. 51 
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(3) The charter school is not, at the time of the request for renewal of the charter, 1 

substantially in compliance with State law, federal law, the school's own 2 

bylaws, or the provisions set forth in its charter granted by the State Board of 3 

Education. 4 

If one of the conditions set forth in subdivisions (1) through (3) of this subsection applies, 5 

then the State Board may renew the charter for a period of less than 10 years or not renew the 6 

charter." 7 

SECTION 4.2.  This Part applies to applications for the renewal of the charter of a 8 

charter school submitted on or after the effective date of this act. 9

PART V. APPLICATION BACKGROUND CHECK STANDARDS 11

(a) Any nonprofit corporation seeking to establish a charter school may apply to establish 15 

a charter school. If the applicant seeks to convert a public school to a charter school, the 16 

application shall include a statement signed by a majority of the teachers and instructional support 17 

personnel currently employed at the school indicating that they favor the conversion and evidence 18 

that a significant number of parents of children enrolled in the school favor conversion. 19 

(b) The application shall contain at least the following information: 20 

(1) A description of a program that implements one or more of the purposes in 21 

G.S. 115C-218. 22 

(2) A description of student achievement goals for the school's educational 23 

program and the method of demonstrating that students have attained the skills 24 

and knowledge specified for those student achievement goals. 25 

(3) The governance structure of the school including the names of the initial 26 

members of the board of directors of the nonprofit, tax-exempt corporation 27 

and the process to be followed by the school to ensure parental involvement. 28 

A teacher employed by the board of directors to teach in the charter school 29 

may serve as a nonvoting member of the board of directors for the charter 30 

school. 31 

(4) The local school administrative unit in which the school will be located. 32 

(5) Admission policies and procedures. 33 

(6) A proposed budget for the school and evidence that the financial plan for the 34 

school is economically sound. 35 

(7) Requirements and procedures for program and financial audits. 36 

(8) A description of how the school will comply with G.S. 115C-218.20, 37 

115C-218.25, 115C-218.30, 115C-218.40, 115C-218.45, 115C-218.50, 38 

115C-218.55, 115C-218.60, 115C-218.65, 115C-218.70, 115C-218.75, 39 

115C-218.80, 115C-218.85, and 115C-218.90. 40 

(9) Types and amounts of insurance coverage, including bonding insurance for 41 

the principal officers of the school, to be obtained by the charter school. 42 

(10) The term of the charter. 43 

(11) The qualifications required for individuals employed by the school. 44 

(12) The procedures by which students can be excluded from the charter school 45 

and returned to a public school. Notwithstanding any law to the contrary, any 46 

local board may refuse to admit any student who is suspended or expelled 47 

from a charter school due to actions that would lead to suspension or expulsion 48 

from a public school under G.S. 115C-390.5 through G.S. 115C-390.11 until 49 

the period of suspension or expulsion has expired. 50 
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(13) The number of students to be served, which number shall be at least 80, and 1 

the minimum number of teachers to be employed at the school, which number 2 

shall be at least three. However, the charter school may serve fewer than 80 3 

students or employ fewer than three teachers if the application contains a 4 

compelling reason, such as the school would serve a geographically remote 5 

and small student population. 6 

(14) Information regarding the facilities to be used by the school and the manner 7 

in which administrative services of the school are to be provided. 8 

(15) The process for conducting a weighted lottery that reflects the mission of the 9 

school if the school desires to use a weighted lottery. 10 

(16) A nationwide criminal background check for each member of the board of 11 

directors of the proposed charter school to ensure that the member has not 12 

been convicted, at a minimum, of any crime listed in G.S. 115C-332 or a 13 

substantially similar crime in another state. The criminal background check 14 

shall include all of the following components: 15 

a. A social security number trace, including locations returned on at least 16 

a county-by-county basis. 17 

b. Any known aliases. 18 

(17) A certification from each member of the board of directors certifying whether 19 

the board member has been convicted of any felony or misdemeanor. If the 20 

board member has been convicted of a felony or misdemeanor, the 21 

certification shall include a listing of the year of the charge, the charge, and 22 

the disposition of the charge. 23 

(c) The State Board shall establish reasonable fees of no less than five hundred dollars 24 

($500.00) and no more than one thousand dollars ($1,000) for initial and renewal charter 25 

applications, in accordance with Article 2A of Chapter 150B of the General Statutes. No 26 

application fee shall be refunded in the event the application is rejected or the charter is revoked." 27

(7) Limited to no more than fifty percent (50%) of the school's total enrollment, 37 

children of permanent employees of a charter partner in accordance with 38 

subsection (f1) of this section. If the number of applications from these 39 

children exceed fifty percent (50%) of the school's total enrollment, these 40 

children shall be accepted by a separate lottery. 41 

(f1) For purposes of this section, the term "charter partner" refers to any legal entity 42 

authorized to transact business in this State under Chapter 55, 55A, 55B, 57D, or 59 of the 43 

General Statutes and that has, acting individually or as part of a consortium of corporations, 44 

donated one or more of the following, valued at a minimum of fifty thousand dollars ($50,000), 45 

to the charter school: 46 

(1) The land on which the school is built. 47 

(2) The school building or the space the school occupies. If the charter partner is 48 

leasing the building or space to the school, the charter school may only give 49 

enrollment priority if the lease provides that the building or space is made 50 
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available without cost and if the term of the lease is not less than the duration 1 

of the charter. 2 

(3) Major renovations to the existing school building or other capital 3 

improvements, including major investments in technology. For purposes of 4 

this subdivision, a major renovation to the existing school building means 5 

changes that provide significant opportunities for substantial improvement, 6 

including, but not limited to, a structural change to the foundation, roof, floor, 7 

or interior or exterior walls or extension of an existing facility to increase its 8 

floor area, or an extensive alteration of an existing facility, such as a change 9 

in its function or purpose, even if such renovation does not include any 10 

structural change to the facility. A major investment in technology includes, 11 

but is not limited to, a donation of hardware, software, Internet access, Internet 12 

hardware, enterprise systems, software licenses, smart board technology, or 13 

audiovisual equipment. The value of a major renovation or of an investment 14 

of technology shall be equal to at least fifty percent (50%) of the State's per 15 

pupil allocation for charter schools for that year multiplied by the charter 16 

school's average daily membership. 17 

(f2) Each year that the charter school provides the children of employees of the charter 18 

partner with enrollment priority, as described in subsection (f)(7) of this section, the charter 19 

partner and the charter school shall enter into a memorandum of understanding that shall specify 20 

the duration of the priority and the methods by which the charter partner shall support the charter 21 

school, including, but not limited to, internships for students, career counseling, academic 22 

tutoring, or enrichment activities. 23 

(f3) The enrollment priority described in subsection (f)(7) of this section shall not be 24 

implemented in a way that displaces students who are enrolled at the school at the time the charter 25 

application or the material revision providing for the priority is approved by the State Board of 26 

Education. 27

institution of The University of North Carolina designated as participating in the NC Promise 14 

Tuition Plan pursuant to G.S. 116-143.11. 15 

(b) North Carolina Charter Schools Advisory Board. – 16 

… 17 

(10) Powers and duties. – The Advisory Board shall have the following duties: 18 

a. To make recommendations to the State Board of Education on the 19 

adoption of rules regarding all aspects of charter school operation, 20 

including time lines, standards, and criteria for acceptance and 21 

approval of applications, monitoring of charter schools, and grounds 22 

for revocation of charters. 23 

b. To review applications and make recommendations to the State Board 24 

for final approval of charter applications. The Advisory Board shall 25 

not review applications submitted to an HEI Authorizer pursuant to 26

c. To make recommendations to the State Board on actions regarding a 28 

charter school, including renewals of charters, nonrenewals of 29 

charters, and revocations of charters. 30 

d. To undertake any other duties and responsibilities as assigned by the 31

f. Other duties as assigned by the State Board. 3 

(4) Agency cooperation. – All State agencies and departments shall cooperate 4 

with the Office of Charter Schools in carrying out its powers and duties as 5 

necessary in accordance with this Article. 6

"§ 115C-218.2.  Opportunity to correct applications; opportunity to address Advisory 8 

Board. 9 
(a) The Except as provided in G.S. 115C-218.4, the State Board of Education and the 10 

Advisory Board shall provide timely notification to an applicant of any format issues or 11 

incomplete information in the initial application and provide the applicant at least five business 12 

days to correct those issues in the initial application. If the applicant submits the corrections 13 

within the five business days, equal consideration shall be given to that application. 14 

(b) Before taking action regarding a charter school or charter school applicant, applicant 15 

that applies to the State Board pursuant to G.S. 115C-218.5, including recommendations on 16 

preliminary or final approval of charter applications, renewals of charters, nonrenewals of 17 

charters, and revocations of charters, the Advisory Board or a committee of the Advisory Board 18 

shall provide an opportunity for the applicant or charter board member to address the Advisory 19 

Board or its committee, if present, at a meeting.

Nothing in this 20 

subdivision shall preclude the Department from entering into an agreement 21 

with the school whereby the school installs the agreed upon improvements 22 

and the Department provides full reimbursement for the associated costs 23 

incurred by the school, including design fees and any costs of right-of-way or 24 

easements. The term "school," as used in this subdivision, means any facility 25 

engaged in the educational instruction of children in any grade or combination 26 

of grades from kindergarten through the twelfth grade at which attendance 27 

satisfies the compulsory attendance law and includes charter schools 28 

authorized under G.S. 115C-218.4 or G.S. 115C-218.5. The term 29 

"improvements," as used in this subdivision, refers to all facilities within the 30 

right-of-way required to be installed to satisfy the road cross-section 31 

requirements depicted upon the approved plans. These facilities shall include 32 

roadway construction, including pavement installation and medians; ditches 33 

and shoulders; storm drainage pipes, culverts, and related appurtenances; and, 34 

where required, curb and gutter; signals, including pedestrian safety signals; 35 

street lights; sidewalks; and design fees. Improvements shall not include any 36 

costs for public utilities." 37 

SECTION 7.9.  G.S. 160A-307.1 reads as rewritten: 38 

"§ 160A-307.1.  Limitation on city requirements for street improvements related to schools. 39 

A city may only require street improvements related to schools that are required for safe 40 

ingress and egress to the municipal street system and that are physically connected to a driveway 41 

on the school site. The required improvements shall not exceed those required pursuant to 42 

G.S. 136-18(29). G.S. 160A-307 shall not apply to schools. A city may only require street 43 

improvements related to schools as provided in G.S. 160A-372. The cost of any improvements 44 

to the municipal street system pursuant to this section shall be reimbursed by the city. Any 45 

agreement between a school and a city to make improvements to the municipal street system 46 

shall not include a requirement for acquisition of right-of-way by the school, unless the school is 47 

owned by an entity that has eminent domain power. Any right-of-way costs incurred by a school 48 

for required improvements pursuant to this section shall be reimbursed by the city. 49 

Notwithstanding any provision of this Chapter to the contrary, a city may not condition the 50 

approval of any zoning, rezoning, or permit request on the waiver or reduction of any provision 51 
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of this section. The term "school," as used in this section, means any facility engaged in the 1 

educational instruction of children in any grade or combination of grades from kindergarten 2 

through the twelfth grade at which attendance satisfies the compulsory attendance law and 3 

includes charter schools authorized under G.S. 115C-218.4 or G.S. 115C-218.5." 4 

SECTION 7.10.  This Part applies to applications submitted to establish a charter 5 

school on or after the date this act becomes law. 6

by this section shall be subject to the statutes and rules applicable to charter schools pursuant to 14 

Article 14A of Chapter 115C of the General Statutes, except as follows: 15 

(1) The maximum student enrollment in any participating school shall be no 16 

greater than 1,500 in its first year of operation and may increase annually by 17 

twenty percent (20%) for each participating school up to a maximum student 18 

enrollment of 2,592 in the fourth year of the pilot. school. The State Board of 19 

Education may waive increase this maximum student enrollment threshold, 20 

beginning in the fourth year of the school's operation, if the State Board 21 

determines that doing so would be in the best interest of North Carolina 22 

students. 23 

(2) The maximum overall ratio of teachers to students for kindergarten through 24 

eighth grade shall be 1:50, and for ninth through twelfth grade shall be 1:150. 25 

(3) A student who regularly fails to participate in courses may be withdrawn from 26 

enrollment pursuant to procedures adopted by the virtual charter school. The 27 

procedures adopted by the virtual charter school shall ensure that (i) fair notice 28 

is provided to the parent and student and (ii) an opportunity is provided, prior 29 

to withdrawal of the student by the school, for the student and parent to 30 

demonstrate that failure to participate in courses is due to a lawful absence 31 

recognized under Part I of Article 26 of Chapter 115C of the General Statutes 32 

and any applicable rules adopted by the State Board of Education." 33 

SECTION 8.2.  This Part applies beginning with the 2019-2020 school year. 34
